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The Animal Health and Livestock Development Law
(The Pyidaungsu Hluttaw Law No. 13,2020 )
The 8™ Waxing Day of Wagaung, 1382 M.E.
(26™ August 2020)
The Pyidaungsu Hluttaw hereby enacts this Law.
Chapter |

Title and Definitions

1.  This Law shall be called the Animal Health and Livestock Development

Law.

2.  The following expressions in this Law shall have the meanings given

below:

(a)

Animal means terrestrial animals, aquatic animals or
amphibians. This expression also includes semen, ova and
embryos of any of the said animals and creatures specified as
animals in the notification issued by the Ministry from time to
time;

Livestock production means breeding of animals by means of
any method for breeding and production of animal products
except fisheries and fishery products. Such expression also
includes the small scale livestock farming and commercial

livestock farming;

Animal gene means genes or inheritability relating to taxonomic

categories of breeds, species and families of animals;



Animal product means any product derived from animals such
as meat, milk, egg, blood, bone, skin, liquid, feather, fur, feces,
vomit, fat or any part of an animal. Such expression also

includes bee products from bees and bee colonies;

Animal feed means any feed for animal whether it is a mixture,

or processed or semi-processed or raw food;

Veterinary medicinal product means any substance that is
administered or applied to animals for diagnosis, prevention of
animal diseases, treatment, research, nutritional supplement,
contraception, surgical operation or alteration of physiological
and mental effect. Such expression also includes substances
specified as veterinary medicinal products in the notification

issued by the Ministry from time to time;

Animal Equipment means tools used in livestock production,
veterinary services, animal grooming and spa, and restraints.
Such expression also includes any tools specified as animal
equipment in the notification issued by the Ministry from time to

time;

Genetically modified organism means organisms in which the
genetic material has been altered in a way that does not occur

naturally;
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Infectious disease means any disease transmits among animals
or from animal to human or from human to animal. Such
expression also include any animal diseases specified as an
infectious animal disease in the notification issued by the

Ministry from time to time;

Fishery means carrying out activities relating to fishes for the
purpose of systematic management, commercial production,
conservation of species and for the development of such
activities in accordance with the related Law. Such expression
also includes activities such as fishing, breeding, aquaculture,
exploration, research, stocking, propagation, processing,

transporting, storing and marketing;

Small scale livestock farming means farming within the number

of animals prescribed by the Department;

Commercial livestock farming means breeding and production of
animals in excess of the number of animals prescribed for the

small scale farming;

Farmer means the person who is operating small scale livestock
farming or commercial livestock farming. Such expression also
includes the owner of animals, or the person who is in

possession of animals;

Slaughterhouse means any building or place used for

commercial slaughtering;
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Slaughtering means killing of animals for commercial

production;

Good Animal Husbandry Practice means the standard practices
for livestock production prescribed by the Department to be

complied with by the farmers;

Good Manufacturing Practice means the standard practices for
manufacturing prescribed by the Department to be complied
with by the farmers and manufacturers of animal products,
animal feed, veterinary medicinal products and animal

equipment;

Veterinary service means animal health service related to
veterinary public health, animal health care, infectious animal
disease prevention and control, animal sheltering and keeping,
grooming and spa, training for animal and laboratory and its

related services;

Recommendation certificate means the veterinary certificate
issued for import or export of animals, animal products,
genetically modified organisms, animal feed, animal equipment
or veterinary medicinal products after ways and means of
transportation or animal health or quality has been examined

by the Department;
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Permit means the certificate issued for domestic production,
processing or distribution of animals, animal products,
genetically modified organisms, animal feed, animal equipment
or veterinary medicinal products, veterinary service, livestock
production, establishment of slaughterhouse or slaughtering
after being examined by the Department;
Cultivated pastureland for animal feed means land which is
cultivated for grazing or feeding of animals;
Pastureland means a specific grazing land for animals;
Livestock farmland means a specific land used for livestock
production and related activities;
Bee pasture means a place where there are seasonal crops,
orchards, perennial trees, natural forest, bushes, vines and
weeds which produce nutritious nectar or pollen, or both nectar
and pollen for bees;
Checkpoint means a place designated by the Department for
veterinary inspection whether the imported or exported animals
and animal products are free from infectious animal diseases

and whether those meet the specifications and descriptions;



(bb)

Animal quarantine station means a designated place where the
imported animals or animals to be exported are maintained in
isolation for a definite period to observe whether they are free
from infectious animal diseases;

Laboratory means a place providing biological, microbiological,
chemical, nutritional, toxical and physical analysis service and
radioactivity testing service for animal feed, animal products,
veterinary medicinal products, genetically modified organisms or
animals;

Reference laboratory means the laboratory which assists other
laboratories in conducting laboratory testing and confirms the
laboratory results in accordance with the standards recognized
by the World Organization for Animal Health (OIE) or
Internationally;

Central Committee means the Animal Health and Livestock
Development Central Committee formed by this Law;

Ministry means the Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock and
Irrigation, the Union Government;

Minister means the Union Minister for the Ministry of Agriculture,
Livestock and Irrigation;

Department means the Livestock Breeding and Veterinary
Department;

Director General means the director general of the Livestock

Breeding and Veterinary Department;
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(hh) Chief Veterinary Officer means a veterinarian appointed as a
Chief Veterinary Officer by the Ministry under this Law;

(ii ) Inspector means any staff member assigned to inspect the
activities prescribed by the Department;

(jj) Community animal health worker means a certified person who
has passed the basic animal health training organized by the
Department, and been allowed to assist and participate in

specific activities prescribed by the Department.

Chapter I
Objectives
The objectives of this Law are as follows:
(a) to ensure the development of animal health and livestock
production, veterinary services, manufacturing of quality animal
feed, veterinary medicinal products and animal equipment and

animal products, research and awareness activities;



to ensure production and distribution of nutritious, safe and
quality animals and animal products for the sufficiency of
domestic consumption and importation or exportation;

to ensure cooperation and collaboration among Government
Departments, Government Organizations, other Institutions,
International Government Departments and Organizations for
conservation of animal genetic resources and for obtaining good
quality breeds;

to prevent and surveil infectious and zoonotic diseases, and to
take systematic response and control measures when they
occur;

to promote cooperation among livestock production, processing,
distribution and marketing of animals and animal products;

to prevent willful cruelty to animals in accordance with law;

to provide financial and technical assistance, and good quality
breeds for livestock production development and to ensure that
livestock farming and livestock production are carried out in
farms and on livestock farmland systematically and to promote

market access.
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Formation of Central Committee and its Functions

The functions of the Central Committee are as follows:

(a)

establishing the policies for the development of animal health
and livestock production;

establishing the policies for prevention and control of infectious
animal diseases when they occur;

coordinating with the relevant Government Departments,
Government Organizations and other Institutions for livestock
production, processing, transportation, marketing, importation
and exportation of animals and animal products in accordance
with the stipulations;

coordinating with the relevant government departments,
government organizations and other institutions to promote the
market access for safe and quality animals and animal products;
coordinating with the relevant government departments,
government organizations and other institutions to obtain raw
materials sufficiently for domestic production of animal feed;
coordinating with the relevant government departments,
government organizations and other institutions in relation to
inspection and supervision on systematic use of veterinary

medicinal products;
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coordinating to provide necessary assistance to farmers in the
disaster affected areas and the farmers whose animals are killed
under the instruction of the Ministry due to infectious animal
diseases;

coordinating with the relevant government departments,
government organizations and other institutions in relation to
distribution and sale of animals and animal products for the fair
trade between farmers and consumers;

coordinating with the relevant government departments,
government organizations and other institutions to carry out
livestock production on livestock farmland systematically;
coordinating with the relevant government departments,
government organizations and other institutions for
conservation and development of the pastureland and cultivated
pastureland for animal feed;

determining the farmland, pastureland and cultivated
pastureland for animal feed for the purpose of livestock
production development, and submitting it to the Union
Government for the land management;

coordinating with local and foreign individuals or institutions to
obtain the funding and technology necessary for the
development of research related to animals, animal health and

livestock production;
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(m)
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coordinating with the relevant government departments,
government organizations and other institutions to increase
animal population including draught cattle, and to develop

livestock production;

coordinating with the relevant national and international
government departments, government organizations and other

institutions for prevention and control of zoonotic diseases;

submitting the matters in relation to livestock production
development, together with suggestions to the Union

Government if the matters arise;

forming the necessary working committees and prescribing their

functions and duties;

performing other duties in relation to animal health and
livestock production assigned by the Union Government from

time to time.

The Central Committee may delegate its functions to any relevant

department under the Ministry if necessary.

Chapter IV

Assignment of Chief Veterinary Officer, Functions and Duties

The Ministry shall appoint the highest ranking veterinarian serving in

the Department as the Chief Veterinary Officer, and assign duties.
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The functions and duties of the Chief Veterinary Officer are as follows:

(a)

(b)

reporting animal health status of the Union to the World

Organization for Animal Health (OIE);

overseeing the matters in relation to animal health and animal

welfare;

negotiating with the relevant countries regarding the application
of standards and manuals for the prevention and control of
animal diseases and trade established by the World

Organization for Animal Health (OIE);

issuing mutually recognized veterinary certificate between the
Union and foreign countries, and delegating such function to
any relevant Government Department, or Government

Organization if necessary;

nominating and designating the national focal points for the
stipulated sectors specified by the World Organization for

Animal Health;

taking measures necessary for the local veterinary diagnostic
laboratories to be accredited and recognized by the World
Organization for Animal Health (OIE) reference laboratories and

collaborating centers;

supervising the activities of the Department to be in line with
the vision and mission of the World Organization for Animal

Health (OIE);

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supervising the persons concerned or organizations to comply
with the standards and recommendations prescribed by the

World Organization for Animal Health(OIE).
Chapter vV

Duties and Powers of the Department

In relation to animal health, the Department shall:

(a)

(b)

conduct research on, produce, distribute, import and export

veterinary vaccines and medicines;

carry out activities for prevention and treatment of animal

diseases;

carry out activities relating to veterinary public health and

raising public awareness;

issue recommendation certificates and permits, and inspect and
oversee the activities for which such certificates or permits were

issued;

establish checkpoints, animal quarantine stations, animal
disease free zones and disease control zones in the necessary

areas;

conduct training for community animal health workers, issue
recognition certificates, supervise and assign responsibilities to

them;

inspect health of animals to be sold and bought at the places

designated for live animal markets;



(h)
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carry out activities for prevention and control of infectious animal
diseases and collaborate with the relevant government
departments, government organizations and other institutions, if

necessary.

10. In relation to livestock production, the Department shall:

(a)

disseminate technologies to farmers, prescribe the quality

standards and oversee livestock production;

raise public awareness and oversee livestock production in
accordance with Good Animal Husbandry Practices and Good

Manufacturing Practices;

conserve, carry out patent registration of, and distribute genetic

resources and pure breeds, and conduct training and research;

carry out genetic upgrading activities to produce and distribute
locally adaptable and highly productive purebred animals, and

conduct training and research;

issue permits for livestock production, inspect and oversee

livestock production for systematic development;

supervise import and export of animal genetic material,
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carry out the registration process of animal, livestock farm,
breeder farm, hatchery, apiculture, domestic production,
processing or sale of animals, animal products, genetically
modified organisms, animal feed, veterinary medicinal products
and animal equipment;

take measures to increase in animal population and develop
livestock production;

issue the relevant permits that the Department is authorized to
issue for the establishment of a slaughterhouse or slaughtering,
and inspect and oversee slaughterhouse and slaughtering;

take measures for the right to transportation and sale of animals
in accordance with the stipulations;

disseminate technologies, distribute breeds, conduct research,
allocate bee pastures, assist in the establishment of private bee
pastures and, inspect and oversee apiculture for the
development of apiculture;

coordinate with the relevant government departments,
government organizations and other institutions to ensure that
livestock farming and livestock production are carried out in farms

and on livestock farmland systematically;
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(m)

(n)
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assist in conservation and development of pastureland and

cultivated pastureland for animal feed;

assist farmers to get capital investment.

The Department shall also:

(a)

conduct research on animal health and livestock production, and

encourage the development of such research;

permit to conduct research on animal health and development

of livestock production and oversee and monitor such research;

conduct research on crops and natural vegetation in the Union
to be utilized for animal feed or veterinary medicinal products,

and disseminate technology and perform development activities;

inspect whether animals, animal products, genetically modified
organisms, animal feed, animal equipment or veterinary
medicinal products to be imported or exported or domestically

produced or processed are complied with the specifications;
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issue or refuse to issue the relevant recommendation certificate
or permit after examining the applications in accordance with
the stipulations and obtaining the Chief Veterinary Officer
recommendation if necessary;

provide recommendation to the relevant government
department for export and import of animals, animal products,
genetically modified organisms, animal feed, animal equipment
or veterinary medicinal products;

conduct the animal census;

collect and maintain data of livestock production and disease
incidence;

raise public awareness of prevention of willful cruelty to
animals;

determine the maximum weight of a load that can be carried or
towed by each type of animal;

raise public awareness of the proper ways and means for
transporting, restraining or keeping animals, from time to time;
cooperate with national and international organizations for the

development of animal health and livestock production;
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inspect veterinary medicinal products in collaboration with the
relevant government departments, government organizations
and other institutions;
appoint inspectors and assign duties to them, and provide the
necessary instructions to perform their duties in respective
sectors;
carry out registration process and prescribe the conditions in
relation to animal feed, veterinary medicinal products which are
domestically produced, processed, distributed, or exported or
imported;
prescribe terms and conditions in respect of the matters of
animal health and welfare;
perform the duties assigned by the Central Committee and the
Ministry from time to time, in relation to animal health and
livestock production development.

Chapter VI

Duties and Powers of Inspectors

The Department shall appoint qualified persons from the department

who are not below the rank of Assistant Superintendent as inspectors, and

assign duties to them.

The duties and powers of an inspector are as follows:

(a)

inspecting the following in accordance with the stipulations:
(i) veterinary services and commercial livestock farming,

buildings and facilities used in business activities;
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(ii) slaughterhouse and slaughtering;
(iii) animals and animal products, genetically modified
organisms which are not related to fishery;
(iv) animal feed, veterinary medicinal products and animal
equipment;
inspecting veterinary medicinal products in collaboration with
the relevant government department, government organization
and other institutions;
imposing temporary suspension on the relevant business activity
and imposing temporary suspension and restriction on
movement in accordance with the stipulations if any infectious
animal disease is found or if it is not in line with the stipulations
or if it is suspicious that animals and goods are not suitable for
public consumption when inspecting under subsection (a) or (b);
temporarily detaining and keeping infected animals and animal
products or animals and animal products which had contact
with infected animals, low quality standard or poisonous animal
feed and veterinary medicinal products in a designated area
before obtaining the result of laboratory analysis and tests
examination;
reporting to the Department and following the instructions of
the Department in relation to animals and animal products in
subsection (d), if it is inappropriate to continued detention or

keeping of such animals or animal products;
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(g)
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reporting his or her performance to the Department;
performing the duties assigned by the Department from time to

time.

Chapter VI

Livestock Farmland and Cultivated Pastureland for Animal Feed

14. The Central Committee may, by issuing a notification, designate and

administer the following land as livestock farmland or cultivated

pastureland for animal feed:

(a)

farmland which is permitted or has been permitted by the
Central Farmland Administrative Body for Farmland, or Region
or State or Union Territory Administrative Body for Farmland to
use by other means for livestock production or related activities,
in accordance with the Farmland Law;

the vacant, fallow and virgin land which is permitted or has
been permitted by the Central Committee for Management of
Vacant, Fallow and Virgin Lands to use for livestock production
or related activities, in accordance with the Administration of
Vacant, Fallow and Virgin Lands Law;

land which is permitted or has been permitted by the Ministry of
Natural Resources and Environmental Conservation to use for
livestock production or related activities, in accordance with the

Forest Law;
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(d) pastureland transferred by the Ministry of the Union Government
Office.
15. The Central Committee may assign duty to the Department to
administer the land designated as livestock farmland or cultivated pastureland

for animal feed under section 14.

Chapter Vil
Veterinary Services

16. A person or an organization that wants to provide any veterinary
service shall apply for a permit to the respective Township Veterinary

Officer in accordance with the stipulations.

17. (a) The Township Veterinary Officer:
(i) may issue the permit or refuse to issue the permit after
scrutinizing the application in accordance with the
stipulations upon receipt of the application under section

16;

(ii) shall issue the permit to the applicant by causing to pay
the prescribed fees if the application meets the stipulated
requirements, and if it is for the type of veterinary service
for which the said Officer is authorized to issue the permit.
The applicant shall be informed that he may reapply for a
permit in accordance with the stipulations, if the

application is rejected;
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(iii) shall submit the application to the District Veterinary
Officer if it is the type of veterinary service for which he or
she is unauthorized to issue the permit.

(b) The District Veterinary Officer :

(i) may issue the permit or refuse to issue the permit after
scrutinizing the application in accordance with the
stipulations upon the receipt of the application under
clause (iii) of subsection (a);

(ii) shall issue the permit to the applicant by causing to pay
the prescribed fees if the application meets the stipulated
requirements, and if it is for the type of veterinary service
for which the said Officer is authorized to issue the permit.
The applicant shall be informed that he or she may reapply
for a permit in accordance with the stipulations, if the
application is rejected;

(iii) shall submit the application to the Region, State or Union
Territory Veterinary Officer if it is the type of veterinary
service for which he or she is unauthorized to issue the
permit.

(c) The Region, State or Union Territory Veterinary Officer:

(i) may issue the permit or refuse to issue the permit after
scrutinizing the application in accordance with the
stipulations upon the receipt of the application under

clause (iii) of subsection (b);

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shall issue the permit to the applicant by causing to pay
the prescribed fees if the application meets the stipulated
requirements, and if it is for the type of veterinary service
for which the said Officer is authorized to issue the permit.
The applicant shall be informed that he or she may reapply
for a permit in accordance with the stipulations, if the
application is rejected;
shall submit the application to the Director General, if it is
the type of veterinary service for which he or she is

unauthorized to issue the permit.

The Director General:

(i)

may issue the permit or refuse to issue the permit after
scrutinizing the application in accordance with the
stipulations upon the receipt of the application under
clause (iii) subsection (c);

shall issue the permit to the applicant by causing to pay
the prescribed fees if the application meets the stipulated
requirements. The applicant shall be informed that he or
she may reapply for a permit in accordance with the

stipulations, if the application is rejected.

The permit holder for providing veterinary service shall:

(a)

comply with the terms and conditions of the permit;
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(b) accept the inspection of the Department;

(c) inform promptly the Department of the occurrence of suspicious
infectious animal disease in the worksite, if it is found;

(d) strictly comply with the instructions of the Department after

informing under subsection (c).

Chapter IX
Livestock Production

19. Any person or organization that wants to operate commercial
livestock farming, except for small scale livestock farming shall apply for a
permit to the respective Township Veterinary Officer in accordance with the
stipulations.
20. In respect of the application in section 19, the Township Veterinary
Officer, or the District Veterinary Officer, or the Region Veterinary Officer or
State Veterinary Officer or Union Territory Veterinary Officer, or the Director
General shall act in accordance with subsection (a) of section 17, or
subsection (b) of section 17, or subsection (c) of section 17, or subsection
(d) of section 17 respectively.
21. A Farmer shall:

(a) comply with the terms and conditions of the permit, if he or she

is a permit holder;

(b) accept the inspection of the Department;
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inform promptly to the Department and the Administrator of the
relevant Township, Ward or Village Tract, of the occurrence of
infectious animal disease in his or her livestock, if it occurs.

strictly comply with the instructions of the Department after
informing under subsection (c);

breed livestock in accordance with Good Animal Husbandry
Practice and good manufacturing practice;

keep, transport or distribute animals and animal products in
accordance with the ways and means prescribed by the
Department;

carry out  slaughtering process in accordance with the
stipulations prescribed by the Department;

follow this Law and rules, orders, directives and procedures

issued under this Law in relation to livestock production.

22. The Department may make recommendations when a person or an

organization operating livestock farming claims damages or compensation

or assistance for the loss caused by extermination of livestock due to

occurrence of infectious animal disease.
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Chapter X
Domestic Production or Distribution

23. The person or organization that wants to produce, process, transport
or distribute animals, animal products, genetically modified organisms
domestically, or produce, process or distribute animal feed, animal
equipment or veterinary medicinal products domestically, or establish
slaughterhouses or engage in slaughtering on commercial purpose which
are not related to fishery shall apply for a permit to the Township
Veterinary Officer in accordance with the stipulations.

24. In respect of the application in section 23, the Township Veterinary
Officer, or the District Veterinary Officer, or the Region Veterinary Officer or
State Veterinary Officer or Union Territory Veterinary Officer, or the Director
General shall act in accordance with subsection (a) of section 17 or
subsection (b) of section 17 or subsection (c) of section 17 or subsection (d)
of section 17 respectively.

25. The permit holder under section 24 shall:
(a) comply with the terms and conditions of the permit;

(b) accept the inspection of the Department;
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(c) comply with this Law and rules, orders, directives and

procedures issued under this Law.

Chapter Xi
Export or Import

26. The person who wants to export or import animals, animal products,
genetically modified organisms, animal feed, animal equipment or
veterinary medicinal products shall apply for the recommendation
certificate to the Director General in accordance with stipulations before
applying for an export or import license or a permit to the relevant
government department.
27. After scrutinizing the application made under section 26, the Director
General shall issue the recommendation certificate to the applicant by
causing to pay the prescribed fees if it meets the stipulated requirements.
28. The recipient of the recommendation certificate under section 27
shall:

(a) comply with the terms and conditions of the recommendation

certificate;
(b) accept the inspection of the Department;
(c) comply with this Law and rules, orders, directives and

procedures issued under this Law.
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29. The Department may, with the approval of the Ministry, establish

checkpoints and animal quarantine stations in the areas where it is
necessary, to inspect animals, animal products, genetically modified
organisms, animal feed, animal equipment or veterinary medicinal products
to be exported or imported.
30. The person who exports or imports animals, animal products,
genetically modified organisms, animal feed, animal equipment or
veterinary medicinal products shall report to the Department to inspect
animals and goods to be exported or imported, in collaboration with the
relevant departments.
31. The Department shall inspect animals and goods in collaboration with
the relevant departments upon the receipt of the report under section 30
and issue the statement of findings.
Chapter Xl
Prevention and Control of Infectious animal Diseases
32. The Ministry shall specify and declare infectious animal diseases in
animals from time to time.
33. The Department shall:
(a) take necessary precautionary measures to prevent the spread of
infectious animal diseases in animals;
(b) collaborate with the relevant government departments,
government organizations and other institutions not to occur

any infectious animal disease, and to control it if occurred,;
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(c) promptly declare the occurrence of infectious animal disease in
any area, and declare that the area is free from infectious animal
disease in accordance with the specified means;

(d) deal with the veterinary public health related issues under the
arrangement of the Ministry or Department or in coordination
with the relevant government department or organization;

(e) prevent and control infectious animal diseases in regard to
apiculture.

34. The farmer shall promptly report to the Township Veterinary Office
and relevant Administrator of Township, Ward or Village Tract, if he or she
suspects that his or her livestock are infected with, or die due to any
infectious animal disease.

35. The veterinarian shall immediately report to the nearest Veterinary
Office, if any animal under his or her treatment is suspected of having an

infectious animal disease.

Chapter XIlI
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals
36. In respect of prevention of cruelty to animals:
(a) animal shall not be loaded up and forced to tow in excess of the
specified weight of load;
(b) animals shall not be treated with willful cruelty or shall not be

forced to work excessively hard;
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(c) animals shall not be deprived of its any part of organ

unnecessarily;
(d) famers shall not willfully deprive his animals of food and drink;

(e) livestock shall not be willfully left untreated when it is got

disease or injured,;

(f) the infected or injured animals shall not be released into a
public place;

(g) farmers shall not willfully keep his animals at an unsafe place

where there is not enough space and safe animal shed ;

(h) animals shall not be bred without precautionary measures for

infectious animal disease;

(i)  animals shall not be transported crowdedly and uncomfortably.

Chapter XIV
Taking Administrative Action and Appeal

37. The relevant Veterinary Officer may pass one or more than one of the
following administrative orders against the person holding the relevant
permit or recommendation certificate, or farmer or community animal
health worker who fails to comply with the prescribed terms and
conditions, or violates provision of section 30, or any provision of section 36
or this Law and rules, orders, directives and procedures issued under this

Law:

(a) issuing a written warning;
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(b) causing to pay the prescribed fine;

(c) suspending the relevant permit or recommendation certificate or
recognition certificate of community animal health worker for a
limited period;

(d) cancelling the relevant permit or recommendation certificate or
recognition certificate of community animal health worker.

38. A person who is dissatisfied with the decision passed by any of the
Township Veterinary Officer, or District Veterinary Officer, or Region or State
or Union Territory Veterinary Officer, under section 37 may appeal to the
Director General within 60 days from the date of such decision.

39. The Director General may affirm, reverse or set aside the decision or
order passed by any of the Township Veterinary Officer, or District
Veterinary Officer, or Region or State or Union Territory Veterinary Officer in
relation to the appeal under section 38.

40. A person who is dissatisfied with the decision passed by the Director
General under section 39 may appeal to the Minister within 60 days from
the date of such decision.

41. The Minister may affirm, reverse or set aside the decision or order in
relation to the appeal under section 40. The decision of the Minister shall be

final.
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Chapter XV

Prohibitions and Penalties

Any person without a permit or recommendation certificate shall not:

operate commercial livestock farming;
provide any veterinary services;
establish slaughterhouse or engage in slaughtering;

domestically produce, process, or distribute animals, animal
products, or genetically modified organisms, or animal feed,
animal equipment or veterinary medicinal products which are

not related to fishery;

export or import animals, animal products, genetically modified
organisms, animal feed, livestock equipment or veterinary

medicinal products;

domestically transport animals, animal products or genetically

modified organisms which are not related to fishery.
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43. Any person who is the holder of a permit or recommendation

certificate shall not:

(a) export, import, domestically produce, process or distribute
animals, animal products, genetically modified organisms or
animal feed, animal equipment or veterinary medicinal products

that do not meet the specified quality standards;

(b) fail again to comply with the orders and directives issued by the
Department for prevention, control and treatment of infectious
animal diseases, use of medicines, relocation of bees and

allocation of bees pastures in relation to apiculture.

44. Any person who establishes slaughterhouse, breeder farm or hatchery
or who engages in slaughtering shall not refuse to accept the inspection of

the Department.

45. Any farmer or veterinary service provider or community animal health

worker shall not:

(a) fail again to comply with the orders and directives issued by the
Department in relation to prevention or control of infectious

animal disease;
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47.
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fail to report promptly to the Department, relevant government
department and organization, if he suspects that infectious

animal disease is occurred;

fail to report to the Veterinary Office and relevant Administrator
of Township, Ward or Village Tract, if the signs of infectious

animal disease are found in the dead animal.

No one shall act as a community animal health worker without a

recognition certificate.

No community animal health worker against whom
administrative action was taken under section 37, shall fail again
to comply with the terms and conditions prescribed by the
Department or this Law and the rules, orders, directives and

procedures issued under this Law.

Whoever:

(a)

violates the prohibition of subsection (a) of section 42 shall, on
conviction, be punished with a fine from a minimum of one

million kyats to a maximum of two million kyats.
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violates the prohibition of subsection (b) of section 42 shall, on
conviction, be punished with a fine from a minimum five
hundred thousand kyats to a maximum of two million and five
hundred thousand kyats. If that person violates such prohibition
again, he or she shall, on conviction, be punished with
imprisonment for a term not exceeding two months and shall
also be liable to a fine from a minimum of one million kyats to a

maximum of five million kyats;

violates the prohibition of subsection (c) of section 42 shall, on
conviction, be punished with a fine from a minimum of two
million kyats to a maximum of three million kyats. If that person
violates such prohibition again, he or she shall, on conviction, be
punished with imprisonment for a term not exceeding six
months and shall also be liable to a fine from a minimum of

three million kyats to a maximum of five million kyats.

violates the prohibition of subsection (d), (e) or (f) of section 42
shall, on conviction, be punished with a fine from a minimum of
three million kyats to a maximum of ten million kyats. If that
person violates such prohibition again, he or she shall, on
conviction, be punished with imprisonment for a term not
exceeding one year and shall also be liable to a fine from a

minimum of five million kyats to a maximum of 15 million kyats.
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48. If any person who is the holder of a permit or recommendation

certificate:

(a)

violates the prohibition of sub-section (a) of section 43,he or she
shall, on conviction, be punished with a fine from a minimum of
two million kyats to a maximum of seven million and five
hundred thousand kyats. If that person violates such prohibition
again, he or she shall, on conviction, be punished with
imprisonment for a term not exceeding six months and shall
also be liable to a fine from a minimum of three million kyats to
a maximum of ten million kyats;

violates the prohibition of sub-section (b) of section 43, he or
she shall, on conviction, be punished with a fine from a
minimum of five hundred thousand kyats to a maximum of one
million and five hundred thousand kyats. If that person violates
such prohibition again, he or she shall, on conviction, be
punished with imprisonment for a term not exceeding two
months and shall also be liable to a fine from a minimum of one

million kyats to a maximum of three million kyats.

49. If any person who establishes slaughterhouse, breeder farm or

hatchery or who engages in slaughtering:

(a)

violates the prohibition of section 44, he or she shall, on
conviction, be punished with a fine from a minimum of one
million kyats to a maximum of one million kyats and five
hundred thousand kyats;

violates the prohibition of section 44 again, he or she shall, on
conviction, be punished with imprisonment for a term not

exceeding six months.
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50. Any famer or veterinary service provider or community animal health
worker violates any prohibition of section 45 shall, on conviction, be
punished with a fine from a minimum of five hundred thousand kyats, to
maximum of five million kyats. If that person violates such prohibition
again, he or she shall, on conviction, be punished with imprisonment for a
term not exceeding three months and shall also be liable to a fine from a

minimum of one million kyats to a maximum of ten million kyats.

51. (a) Whoever violates the prohibition of subsection (a) of section 46
shall, on conviction, be punished with a fine from a minimum of
fifty thousand kyats to a maximum of two hundred thousand

kyats.

(b) A community animal health worker who violates the prohibition
of subsection (b) of section 46 shall, on conviction, be punished
with a fine from a minimum of two hundred thousand kyats to a

maximum of one million kyats.
Chapter XVI
Miscellaneous
52. The Department shall:
(a) undertake the office work of the Central Committee;

(b) bear the honorarium and allowance for the members of the
Central Committee who are not civil service personnel, from its

own budget.

53. The Department may refer the quality standard testing or laboratory

matters to a laboratory which has obtained a permit under this Law.
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54. The offences in this Law are determined as cognizable offences.
55. In implementing the provisions of this Law:
(a) the Ministry may issue rules, regulations and by- laws with the
approval of the Union Government;
(b) the Ministry and the Central Committee may issue notifications,
orders, directives and procedures;
(c) the Department may issue orders and directives with the
approval of the Ministry.
56. The Animal Health and Development Law (The State Law and Order

Restoration Council Law No. 17/ 1993) is hereby repealed.
