MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
_ Between
The Ministry of Energy and Natural Resources of the Republic of Turkey
And
The Ministries of Oil and Electricity of the Republic of Iraq

For Cooperation in the Field of Energ

On the occasion of the visit of Prime Minister H. E. EI-Maliki of the Republic of Iraq to
Turkey upon the invitation of Prime Minister H. E. Recep Tayyip Erdogan on August 7™
2007, the representatives of the Ministries of Oil and Electricity of the Republic of Iraq
and the Ministry of Energy and Natural Resources of the Republic of Turkey met in.

Ankara to discuss issues of mutual interésts in the field of energy.

The Ministries of Oil and Electricity of the Republic of Iraq and the Ministry of Energy
and Natural Resources of the Republic of Turkey (hereinafter jointly referred to as the

‘Parties’ and individually as the ‘Party’);

Considering,

o deep relations and close friendship links between the two fraternal countries,

s commercial and economic benefits of bilateral cooperation in the field of energy

need to further strengthen and develope,
o future bilateral cooperation to maximize mutual interest,
Therefore;
* Recognizing the opportunity for cooperation created by the long term mutual

relationship and joint economic projects,

e Desiring to further develop the existing relations of cooperation in the field of

energy,



Have agreed as follows:

Article (1)
The Parties will encourage integrated projects to satisfy Iraq’s infrastructure needs

related to oil and gas, electricity generation and distribution and natural gas distribution

sectors.
Article (2) -

The Parties confirmed Turkey’s readiness to assist Iraq in meeting its electricity .

needs through;

I The delivery of fuel from Iraq to Turkey for the purpose of producing
electricity for Iraq and Turkey, i

ii. - The construction of new electricity power plants in Iraq based on
Independent Power Producer scheme(IPP). The Turkish Party
expressed readiness to build power plants to provide Iraq with its
electrical needs, '

iii. The transmission of electricity from Turkey to Iraq through a new
transmission line to be constructed in both countries,

iv. The training of Traqi power system staff on the planning, design,
construction, operation and maintenance of electricity generation,
transmission and distribution facilities including the load dispatch.

\2 The training of Traqi power system staff at the Turkish natural gas

fired power plants.
Article (3)

The Parties confirmed their shared interest in ensuring the resumption of the crude

oil deliveries through the Kerkiik-Yumurtalik Crude Oil Pipeline at its full capacity.

In this context, the Turkish Party expressed its readiness to provide the Iraqi Party

with technical and maintenance assistance in this matter.



The Parties agreed to implement in good spirit, the Minutes of Meeting that was
signed on August 2™, 2007 between the representatives of the Ministry of Oil of Iraq and
BOTAS in Ankara. The Parties also expressed their political will and readiness to sign a

New Agreement taking into.account market conditions.

Article (4)

The Parties expressed their shared co.mmitment in cooperating for the export of
surplus Iraqi natural gas to world markets provided that Iraq’s domestic needs and
requirements are satisfied. The Parties noted the substantial contributions that the project
would make to global energy security and the development of Iraq’s economy and energy

sector.

The Parties vrecogn'ized that the completion of the Iraq Gas Master Plan will be an
important step towards this end. The Turkish Party expressed its willingness to assist the

Iraqi Party in the completion of the said plan.

The Parties acknbwledge that the most viable export route through Turkey will be
carefully studied further. The Parties decided that representatives of the Iragi Ministry of
Oil and Turkish state companies Turkish Petroleum Company (TPAO) and BOTAS will

meet with a view to produce a feasibility study.

Article (5)

The Parties agreed to enhance cooperation in oil and gas sectors by inviting Turkish
oil companies to participate in bid rounds for the development of oil and gas fields in Iraq in
accordance with the Oil and Gas Law under legislation and through the Federal Government

of Iraq.

The Turkish Party expressed continuing interest of TPAQO in the oil and gas fields
Gharraf, Mansuria, Anfal, Chemchemal, Jeria Pika and Khasm al Ahmar, as well as
involvement as an investor in the consortiums to be established for oil field development in
the Southern part of Iraq and in the involvement of TPIC in oil and gas products trading and

oil field services sector. -

Article (6)
The Parties will devise a program for the exchange of technical experts in order to
share experience and technical know-how in the light of recent developments and

technologies in the petroleum industries and rene’Wables, particularly, in solar energy

systems.



Article (7)
The Parties will form a joint technical committee consisting of equal number of
members from the Parties as an appropriate mechanism for the implementation of this

Memorandum of Understanding within two months.

The committee shall meet, at least, twice annually in the capitals of the two
countries. The first regular session of the committee shall be held in a place and a time

agreed by the Parties through diplomatic channels.

Article (8)

This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force on the day after the
date on which the Parties have notified each other in writing through diplomatic channels
that their respective internal requirements for entry into force of this Memorandum of

Understanding have been completed.

Done at Ankara, on August 7th, 2007 in the English language in two copies.
