Third Session of Indo-Greek Joint Economic Committee Meecting held in
New Delhi op 8-9 October, 1996

Agreed Minutes

1. The Third Session of the lndo-Greek Joint Cowmmittee, set up
under the Indo-Greek Agreement on Ecohowmic, Scientific and Technical
Cooperation between the Government of the Republic of India and the
Government of the Hellenic Republic of Greece was held in New Deihi on
October B-9, 1996, The Indian delegation was led by Mr. Tejendra
Khanna, Secretary, Minietry of Commerce, Government of India and the
Greek delegation was led by Mr, Nicolaoe Zacharisdis, General
Secretlary, Ministry of National Economy of Greece. Busginess

delegations from both sider participAted in the Joint Committee meeting.

Mr. Zacharigdis alse called on Mr. Murasoli Maran, Minister of
industry and Dr. G, Sundaram, Secretary, Ministry of Touriem during

his visit,

L1 The Composition of the Indian and Greek Delegations is listed in

Annexure I and II respectively.

1.2 The adopled agenda for the Seesion i cited in Annexure-ill.

1.3 The two sides took note of the long historicai and cultural
friendship ot the two oldeat civilizations and noted with eatisfaction
the understanding between the two countries in the international fora

on various matters,

1.4 Both sides agréed that the Joint Committee should act ag an
instrument for furthering bilateral cooperation in various fields which
on the one hand would reflect the close political ties between the two
couniries and on the other hand will bring the businessmen of the two

countries closer for mutusl economic and commercial benelits.



2. Review of economic situation in Indisa and Greece.

2.1 The Indian side traced the transformation of the Indian economy
from a command economy since Indis's independence since 1947 to a
market driven one aince 1991 after a series of reforms in industrial
licencing, import policy and banking among others. The process of
fiberalization has been accelerated by the new government as well
The thrust of the entire economic restructuring has been to improve
the climate for investment in key areas, thereby promoting

opportunities for growth and foreign direct investment.

2.2 The Greek side outlined their Government's economic policies
leading to macroeconcmic stabilisation accompanied by robust growth in
GDP and substantial incresse in direct inveetment in Greece. In thie
connection, they alsc mentioned Greece's thrust for closer bhusiness
relationehip with the counirier of Lhe Balkan region, the Black 5Sea

area, Lhe Central Asian Republics and Mediterranean basin.
3. Review of Regional Trading Arrangements.

a1 The Indian side informed the Greek delegation about efforts to
promote regional economic cooperation in Scuth and South~East Asia.
Developments in SAPTA, upgradation of India's atatus as a full dialogue
partner of ASEAN, Indian Ocean Rim Countries initiative for economic

coopersation and ECO were also distussed.

3.2 The Greek &ide explained the Indian delegation the recent
developments in the European Union ae well me their strategic and
geographical llocuticmui advantages as a gateway to the Balkane and the
Black sea countrief, information on Mediterranean policy and
Development Bank of Black Sea Countries in Thessaloniki were also
touched upon. It wae also agreed to underisake joint initiatives with a
view to utilising the Greek experlise in penetrating the Central Asisn

Markets,



4. Exchange of views on Multilateral isaues

The two sidea exchanged viewa on a number of matters of
interest including the World Trade Organization and mentioned their
commitments to atrengthen the rule based multilateral trading system
within the framework of this organisation.

5. Bilateral Economic Cooperation

5.1 Trade Relations : Both sides agreed that there is considerable
scope to increase the volume of trade between the twe countries and
that the Joint Committee shouid addreas itself issues that can increase
the volume and improve the balance of bilateral trade. Referring to
the recent increase in Indo-Greek commercial exchanges both sides
agreed that it adequately reflected the political goodwill between the

two countries.

5.1.1 Exchange of business delegations : DBoth sides stressed the need
for intensive trade promotion progremme to be undertaken in both
countries to disseminate information including electronic commerce
among the business community the lack of which is considered to be
one of the main stumbling blocks towards increasing the level of trade.
It was agreed to enhance the number of business delegations from one
country to the other and attampl a more focussed approach in their
composition and respective fielda of interest.

5.3.2 JBC between FICCI and ACCI : In thia connection both sides
noted with satisfaction that following the agreement of cooperation
between the Confederation of Indian Industries {CII) and the
Federation of Greek Industries (FGI) in 1995 a Joint Business Gouncil
(JBC) for cooperation has been established during this session between
the Federsation of Indian Chambers of Commerce and Industries {(FICCI)
and the Athens Chamber of Commerce and Industry (ACCI).

5.1.3 Participation in Trade Fairs : Both sides agreed to Intensifly
participation in each other's trade fairs. The Indian =ide appreciated
the suggestion of the Greek side for continued participation of Indian
Trade and Industry in the Thesssloniki Trade Fair and assured that



the matter would receive positive attention. The Indian side invited the
Greek side to participate in the Indian trade fairs including
INTECHMART 97 to be held in Bangalore and expressed happiness over
participation of 15 Greek companies in the Indie Internstional Trade
Fair, 1986. A copy of the fairs being organised in India during 1996-
97 and 57-38 was given to them for taking suitable decisione for this
peried.

5.1.4 Agreement between ITPQ and HEPO : Poth sides expressed
happiness that a draft sgreemant on cooperation betwesn the Indian
Trade Promotion Organisation (ITPO} sand the Hellenic External Trade
Organisation (HEPO)} has been discussed and finalised and is proposed
to be signed during India Internstional Trade Fair in November 1996.

5.2 Investment and Techunological Collaborations : Both sides agreed
that India and Greece could cooperate on s mutually beneficial basis in
the field of industry throeugh Joint ventures, techrnical collaborations
and export of goode and projects to third countries. The wvast
poseibility being offered in the Balkan region and the Black Ses area
was specifically mentioned for Indo-Greek collaborations while the
Greek nide expressed interest in covering South East Azian region
through collaberations in India. Eagerness to have collaborations in
the following apeacific sectors were discussed:

5.2.1 Telecommunicatione : Emphasising the recent developments wede
in the Indian telecom industry the Indian side put forward the
proposal of Videah Sanchar Higam Limited (VSENL) to offer the following
services to Gresk. Telecomn Administration st competitive rates.

1. Switched Tranait facility for routing voice data traffic via VSKL's
epare capacity. '

2. Home country diréct servige,

3. Gateway electronic mail service (GEMS-X400)

4. Video conference service,

5. INMARSAT A (voice, telex, DHSD} Inwsrsat MALTA and B and
Inmarsat C in [OR,

Similarly, Centre for Development of Telematics (C-DOT) would be
keen 1o explore possibilities for the foliowing:

1. Transfer of technology and setting up of joint ventures based on
C~DOT technologies In Greece to market them jointly.



2. Joint technology devslopment prograwmes betwesn C-DOT and Greek

RAD institutions in telecom.
3. Any other programmes of mutual interest to C-DOT and Greek

counterparts.
Telecom ‘Enllnnﬂn‘ Centre (TEC) also expressed interest in
having cooperation in the following fields:

1. Exchange of views and expertise in standardimation Le. formulation
of standards, test schedules and test procedures.

2. Integrated Service Digita) Network and Intelligent Network Services
implementation.

Hindustan Telecommunications Limited (HTL) would like to offer
products of HTL In the ares of Switching, Tranhsmission and Data
Terminals to Greece.

The Greek wmide noted the interelt_. shown for cooperation and
assured to disseminate the respective material to interested Greek
companies and organisations and revert back with information in this

regard.

5.2.2 Information Technology : Indian side made a presentation on
India’s capabliities in the areas of computer software and electronics.
The Greek side noted the tremendoua achievements of the Indian
software industry, sressed the Greek capabilities in this field both in
terms of production and experts and expressed willingness to embark
on an effort for sssessing ita utillsation and act am catalist for

collaboration for mutual benefit of the two sides.

5.2.3 Food Processing Industries : Indian eide through the Agricultural
and Processed Food Products Export Development Authority {APEDA)
made a presentation on the possibilities of cooperation in processing,
packaging and -tr;tegic marketing of agriculture produce. The Greek
side welicomed it and assured follow up action on this matter which will
take the form of focumsed presentations and dissemipation of relevant
poseibilities through HEPO and APEDA.

5.2.4 Packaging : The Indian side expressed keen interest in
impI‘O_Vinl_lhe packaging technology In India with Greek expertige. It
was ugreed that APEDA and Indian Institute of Packaging will take



follow~up action with the oconcerned Gresk oompanies in tbhe same
framewocrk as [or food procesaing industries.

5.2.5 Marine Products : In contihuation of the discussions held during
the last meeting regarding cooperation of Gresk Companies in promoting
sau-bad culture of mussels and cage culture of marine fishes like sea
bass and seabreams MPEDA has suggasted tdentification of
congultants/expert from Greece for jet in th areas. A
detajled proposai for f{dentification of suitable =ite through »
preliminary survey fotr mussels culture and for establishing cage
culture units and hatcheries as well as the technology for cage culture
for sea bass and seabrsams was presented. The Gresk side agreed in
principle to these suggestions and agreed to revert back with
proposals stemming from a focussed diseemination effort fn the mector
of aguaculture industries where Greece {a the largest exporter in the
EVU.

B, Other Areas of Cooparation

6.1 MOU for Agricultural Cocperation : Ministry of Agriculture has
already sent a draft Memorandum of Understanding for cooparation
with Greece in the fleld of Agriculture. The Greek side noted this with
satisfaction and agreed to follow up sc that discussions on the
document could be finalised at the earliest.

6.2 Touriem cooperstion : Both sider expreased satisfaction that an
agreemeant on gourism has been finalised and will be signed shortly.
Both sides agread to cooperate io increase the tourist traffic both

wWAYH.

6.3 Airservices : Both sides sxpressed satisfaction on the ongoing
discusaions between Indian Airlines and Olympic Airwaya for
cooparstion in the civil aviation sector and expressed hope that an
agreement will be reached soon o facilitate trave! between the two

countriss.

6.4 Banking : Both sides agreed that one of the most {mportant areas
for bilateral cooperation was banking. The tremendous response



received by the EXIM benk representative during the recent visit of
the CII delegation to Greece Was noted with satisfaction. Both sides
agreed that respective sgencies would be urged to look into this area
of cooperation. EXIM bank ©! lndia representative at Budapest would
get in touch with the Ministry of National Economy of Greece for
further follow-up action.

6.5 Shipping : Poth sides reitersted the need t° have better
shipping services between the two countries which wss essentia) for
jmproving bilateral trade. The Greek side expressed it# keen interest
in the alliviation of the congestion in Indian ports, the inclusion of
greek ships in the cabotage provisions of India, and the transportation
of Indian foodgrains by Greek xhips. Ongoing efforta of Cochin
Shipyard to provide ship repair services fpr Greek vessels were noted.
Ship-bresking was identified At another area for cooperation.

6.6 Cooperation in Suppert Infrastructure : The Indian side
expressed hope that the competence of Indian companjes in support
infrastructure projects may be made use of by Greece on account of
cost effectiveness and international quality. The Greek side
emphesised the potential for utllisation of the vast exﬁertile of the
Greek technical combpanies in both the design. and construction of
fnfrastructure works. Both sidea agreed thal such projects from one
country to the other will atrengthen the ecenomic bonde between the
Lo Snantziem.

8,7 Cooperation in Non~Conventional Energy “Sources ! In
continuation of the discussions during the Second Session of the Joint
Economic Committee both sides agreed to expedite cooperation in the
ares# of renewable sdurces of energy. The Greek side hended a list of
proposed collaboration issues drafted by the Centre of Renewable
Sources of Energy which the Indian side agreed to Pass on to
competent Indian counterpa’ru.

6.8 Port related infrastructure @ Indian gide exprepged its willingness
to receive investment and technical know-how in the port related
infrastucture mentioning that the policies have been liberalised and



requiraments in India are ‘enormous. The Greak xide agreesd to
dissaminate this information to Greek tachmical firma

7.1 Review of existing disputes @ Both sides »poted that trade
disputes act as impediments to the growth of business relationships
and hoped that they will be looked ints earnestly by both sides
through the respective embassies snd Indian Ministry of Commerce and
Greek Ministry of National Economy towards amiceble settlements.

7.2  Evolving a mwechaniem to settls disputes : Both sides also
consideared the need to have an effective mechanism to aettle trads
disputes and agreed to look into any propossl which may be made In
this regard in future,

8. Bilateral Agreements

8.1 Agresment for the Avoidance of Double Taxation : The two mides
agreed that economic <cooperation would be strengthened with the
gigning of an agrsement on Avoidance of Double Taxation and hoped
that {t would be poasible to resume negotiation at the ssrliest.

8.2  Agreement on Mutual Pr lon and Promotion of Investments :
The two sides expresasd happiness over the sachange of documents
from both sides for the Agreement on Mutual Promotion and Protection
of Investments and hoped that negotiations would atart st the eariiest.



Both sidea agresd that early conclusion of the Avocidance of
Double Taxstion Agresment and Bilateral Investment Promotion and
Protection agresments would provide the necessary inatitutional

framework for the investors in the two countries,
