AGREED MINUTES OF THE MEETING 
OF ETHIO-GREEK ECONOMIC DELEGATIONS 

In accordance with the Agreement on Economic, Scientific and 
Technical Cooperation, signed in Athens on June 18, 1986, between 
the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Provisional Military 
Government of Socialist Ethiopia, the two delegations met in Addis 
Ababa from 12-14 March, 1987. 

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by Mr. George Kandalepas, 
Special Secretary to the Ministry of National Economy and the 
Ethiopian Delegation was headed by Comrade Dawit Getachew, with 
the rank of commissioner, Head of the Economic and Social Sector, 
Office of the National· Committee for Central Planning (ONCCP). 

Lists of the two Delegations are given in Annexes I kai II. 
During his stay in Ethiopia Mr. landalepas paid courtesy call and 

held talks with 
- Comrade Tesfaye Dinka, Alternative Member of the Political 

Bureau of WPE and Minister of Finance 
- Comrade _Tibebu Bekele, Vice Minister, Ministry of Foreign 

Affairs. 
.. Mr. K.andalepas visited the Ethiopimi. Tannery at Modjo. 

The representatives of the Greek enterprises and their Ethiopian 
counterparts held talks at the Ethiopian Chamber of Commerce. 

The two Delegations, having agreed upon the proposed Agenda, 
proceeded to an exchange of information regarding the development 
of the economic ~ technical relations between . their respective 
countries,. L~~e<i the possibilities of further cooperation and 
agreed to promote an,<l strengthen these relations in view of a bro11der 
cooperation in the areas of mutual interest. 
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The two Delegations deliberated on the possible co-operation 
projects and programmes of mutual interest to both countries in the 
field of Industry, Transport, Fishing, Handicraft and Small Scale 
Industries, Tourism, Construction, Scientific and Technical 
Co-operation and Trade. 

The discussions were held in a friendly and fruitful atmosphere 
and the outcome is as follows: 
1. INDUSTRY 

The Ethiopian Side proposed three industrial projects within the 
public sector for possible co-operation namely; the Baby Food 
Manufacturing Plant, the Rehabilitation/Expansion of Existing 
Wineries and the Establishment of a New Winery and Hides Tannery 
Projects. 
The Greek Side promised to examine the possibilities and modalities 
of co-operation of the Baby Food Manufacturing Plant and Hides 
Tannery Projects. 
The two Sides explored possibilities of co-operation in the 
Handicraft and Small Scale Industry ~tor and as a first step, agreed 
to continue contacts between their respective national organizations, 
i.e., Handicrafts and Small Scale Industries Development Agency 
(HASIDA) and the Hellenic Organization of Small and Medium Size 
Industries and Handicrafts (EOMMEX), through the exchange of 
visits and information. The Ethiopian Side presented to the Greek 
Side a list of projects for possible co-operation, namely razor blades, 
refrigerators, battery containers, hof plates and cooking stoves, auto 
radiators and brake linings. The Greek Side promised to consider 
these possibilities and inform the Ethiopian Side within three months 
of receiving additional information on each proposed project. 

2. MINING 

The Ethiopian Side informed the Greek Side about the importance 
it attaches to the further exploration and exploitation of its mining 
resources within the framework of its Ten Year Development Plan. 

The Greek Side presented information· Memo to the Ethiopian Side 
on the capabilities of the Hellenic Institute of Geology and Mineral 
Exploration (IGME) for possible collaboration with the relevant 
Ethiopian Institute. 

3. CONSTRUCTION 

The Greek Side expressed its interest in participating in public 
works projects which are undertaken by Ethiopian authorities. 
The Ethiopian Side agreed to consider the request. 

4. AGRICULTURE - FISHERIES 

The Greek Side expressed its interest to collabOrate m the field of 
agriculture. Furthermore, it informed the Ethiopian Side about the 
arrival of an expert team from the University of loannina in order to 
implement a programme• of Afforestation of Arid Areas within the 
framework of Greek technical assistance. 

The Ethiopian Side pointed out the big fishing possibilities in the 
Red Sea and proposed a package project consisting of fishing and 
establishment of fish canning plant on a joint venture basis. · 

The Greek Side responded that the above mentioned proposal was 
beyond its capabilities. However it stressed its interest for further 
exploration of the existing possibilities of collaboration in the field of 
fishery even on a joint venture basis and requested to be granted with 
fishing rights within the Ethiopian territorial waters. 

Both Sides agreed that the concerned organizations of both 
countries could get together to further examine the possibilities in the 
fishing sector. · 

5.TRANSPORT 

The Ethiopian Side expressed its interest in .establishing 
Ship-Repair and Docking facilities at A88eb. To this end the Greek 
Side expressed its willingness to cooperate in goindy carrying out 
feasibility study of the Ship Repair and Docking Facilities at Asseb. 

The Ethiopian Side undertook to communicate to the Greek Side all 
relevant information. 

In addition both Sides have agreed to collaborate for further 
development in Marine Transport between the two countries. 

6.TRADE 

The two Sides made an extended review of the evolution of trade 
between the two countries, realized that there are possibilities for a 
further increase of the trade volume and expressed their desire of 
expanding, strengthening and intensifying their economic, and 
commercial relations on a basis of mutual benefit. 

The two Sides agreed, within the framework of national 
obligations, and internal legislations, to make every effort to promote 
commercial relations between the two countries. 

The two Sides also agreed to encourage the exchange of 
commercial delegations and the participation in commercial fairs and 
exhibitions of the two countries. 

7. TOURISM 
The Ethiopian Side requested assistance of the Gree.It Side in the 

Promotion of tourism in Ethiopia and in undertaking studies on beach 
tourism as well as exchange of experiences. 

To this end both Sides will recommend their respective competent 
national authorities to examine every possible field of 
collaboration. 

8. SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNICAL COOPERATION 
The Ethiopian Side presented to the Greek Side a scientific and 

technical co-operation programme consisting of technical assistance, 
training and inter'.'institutional co-operation. The Greek Side 
promised to examine possibility of satisfying the requests of the. 
Ethiopian Side in the field of technical assistance and training taking 
economic constraints into account. , Furthermore it informed the 
Ethiopian Side that it will make an effort so that the private sector 
satisfy part of these requests within the general context of economic 
and commercial co-operation. -· 

Both Sides agreed to encourage their respective institutions in the 
areas of university education, nutrition, agricultural and veterinary 
research, etc. to collaborate by creating direct inter-istitutional links. 

9. DATE AND VENUE OF THE NEXT SESSION 
Both Sides agreed to hold the ne.xt session in Athens. The exact 

date will be mutually agreed through diplomatic channel.
