SO0 IPHE)— WHEREAS, the Sulaspur National Park (about 15 km from Gungaon and
abwrut 45 kom from Delhi) i important awd known for '.lquu:in.; svifana where abouar 30000
hinds belonging to about 250 species bave been listed in this park dunng winters and the
important bieds  visiang this park are Pelicans, Cormormants, FHerons, I..Hr:t:: Storks,
Flamingoes, Geese, Ducks, ete,

AND WHEREAS, a number of terriional birds of Indian ongin stay here the year round;
breeding of Saras, Crane and the Rare Black Necked Stork have been mecorded in this park
and as regards biodiversity of this Naticnal Park, the fom of this area s represented by semi
sl vepetation owside it, and » typical aquatic vegetation of the lakes in plains of North
it TR

AND WHEREAS, u s necessary to corserve and protect the atea up 1o five kilometers
trom the boundary of the prorecied arca of Sulnpur National Park os Beo-sensitive Zone
from ecological and environmenal point of view,;

AND WHEREAS, a draft notiticanon under sub-secton (1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of sub

section (2) of sectivn 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1966 (29 of 1986) was
published in the Garzete of India, Extrordinary, vide nonfication of the Government of
India n the Ministry of Fovironment aad Forests, vide number 5.0, No. 364 (K, dated the
29" January 2009, as required under sub-rele (3) of rule 5 of the Environment {Protection)
Rules, 1986, inviting objections and suggesvons from all persons Lkely o be affected
thereby, within a penod of sixy days from the date on which copies of the Gazetie
containing the said notfication werv made svailable to the public;

AND WHEREAS, copies of the Cuzeite contmring the said noofication were made
available to the public o the 207 January 20009,

AND WHEREAS, all objections and suggestions received m response o the said deafi
nodfication have been duly considezed by the Cenrel Governmens,

NOW, THERFFORL, in exerciie of the powers conferred by subsectzon (1) and dauses
] :I.LH! {xv) of sub - section (2) of kecnion 3 of the Enviconment (Procection) Acr, 1986 (29
of 1986) read wath sub-rule (3 of nule § of the Envimonment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the
{lentral Government hereby notfies the area up to five kalometers from the boundary of the
protecred area of Sultanpur Matonal Fark in che State of Harvana { as shown in the map
annexed to this nonfication as Aanexure), s the Eco-sensiave ..r".u.-n: (herein after called as
the Eeo-sensitive Zone), namcly ;-

2. Boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zomne. = (1) The said Eeo sensinve Sone s the area up o
tive kilometers from the boundary of the protected area of Sultanpur National Park sicuated
n the Gurgaon Distnet of Haryana berween 287 24' 007 1o 207 32 00" North latitude and
berween 76" 48" 00" to 76" 58' 007 Fas: longide,

(2) The map of the Feo-sensitive Zone i+ at Annexure and the list of the villages falling
within five kilometers distance of the boundary of Sultanpur MNanonal Pagk in the Feo-
sensitive Zone are as follows, namely:-

3. Lonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone: -

A Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State
Government within a period of onc year from the date of publication of this
netification in the Official Gazette and approved by the Minustry of Environment
and Forests, Government of Tndi,

The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared with the involvesnent of all concemed State
Departments of Frvirontment, Forest, Urhan Development, Tounsm, Municipal
Department, lrrgaton and MWD (Buildings &Rosds) Department, Revenue
Department and Huryana  Stare  Pollution Contrel  Board  for inteprating
environmental and ecological considemtions inm it

The Zonal Master plan shall provide for restoration of denudead areas, conservation
of existing water bodies, management of catchment areas, watershed management,
groundwater management, soil and modsture conservanon, needs of local COmmUnItY
and such other aspects of the ecology snd environmenr thar need artention.

The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the cuisting and proposed urban
seetlements, village settlements, types and kinds of forests, agricultural aseas, fertle
lands, grecn’ arcas, horticultural aseas, orchards, lakes and other water bodi. s,

It shall exempr all canals and drvinage works.

MNo change of land use from green uses such as orchards, hordeotiure areas,
agriculture parks and othess like places to non green uses shall be permited in the
Zonal Master Plan, except that stmicdy limited conversion of agsiculmural lands maybe
permitted to meet the residential needs of the custing local residents together with
natural growth of the existing locsl populations, improvement of roads and bridges
infraseructure, construction of public utility or eommuniry buildings withour the
prior approval of the State Government

The planned urbanisation proposed in the development plans shall be approved by
the State Government for the respective conteolled areas.

The Zonal Master Plan shall be a reference document for the State Level Momnitoring
Commuttee for any decision 1o be mhen by them including consideration for
relaxation, '

The Zonal Master Plan shall indicate measures and iy down stipulations for
regulation of traffic.

Pending the preparation of the Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone and
approval thereof by the Ministry of Environmieat and Forests all new constructions
shall be allowed only after the proposals are scrutinized and approved by the
Monitoning Committee as 1eferred in paragraph 5.

There shall be no consequential reduction in Forest area, Green area and Agricultural
arca.

The State Government shall prescobe addisionn] mensuees, if necessary, in
turtherance of the objecaves and for giving effect to the provisions of this
notification

4. Hegulated or restrictive activities in the Eco-sensitive Zone: - The following
activiies in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be regulated in the manner provided herein,
namely:-
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{a) Industrial Units
{ii No esmblishment of rew wood based indusory within one kilometer from the
boundary of the Suimnpur Manonal Park;
{ify Mo establishment of any new polluting or kighly pollunng industry wathin one
kilomeeer from the l:mundar of the Sultropur Nationai Patk

(b} Construction Activities

i) Mo construction of any kind shall be ailowed from the boundary of Sultanpur
Mational Park to a distance of three hundosd meters, except tube well chamber
of dimension not more than one thousand cubie inches,

(i) The construcnon of any bulding more than two storey (twenty five feet) shall
not be allowed in the area falling berween three hundred meters to five hundred
meters from the boundary of Sulanpur Natonal Park:

{iil)  The laying of new high tension (sansmission wires shall not be allowed from the
boundary of Sultanpur Nancnal Park to a distance ol five bundred meters,

(c) Quarrying and Mining
(i) Mming up to one kilometer shall not be allowed from the boundary of the
protected arca of Sultanpur National Park;
(i) Crushing activiry up o one kiiometer shall not be allowed from the boundary of
the protected area of Sultarpur Iational Park.

{d) Trees:- Felling of trees on forest and revenue land shall be sebject to the approved
management plan by the Central Government or an authority nominated for that purpose.

c) Watern:-

(i} Extraction of ground water shall be perrmutted only for the bona-fide apnculural and
domestic consumption of the cecupier of the plot

(il) No sale of ground water shall be permirted except with the prior spproval of the State
Ground Water Board.

(i) All steps shall be taken to preven: contarmination or pollution of water inclading from

agriculture.

(i Noise pollutdon:- The Environment Departiment or, as the case may be, State Forest
Department of the Government of Haryana shall be the suthority 1 draw up guidelines and
repulations for the control of noise in the Eeo-sensmnve Zone.

(g) Discharge of cfMuents:-

(i) No untreated or industrial effluent shall be permitred o be discharged into any water
body within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

{ii} Treated effluent must meer the provisions of the Warer [T'reventon and Control of
Pollution) Act, 1974 (6 of 1974}

{h) Solid Wastes:- _ L
(i} The solid waste disposal shall be carded our as per the provisions of the Municipal Solid
Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 2000 wsucé by the Cenmal Government vide
notification number 5.0, No, 908 (), dated the 25 Seprember 2000 ax amended from ame
to Hime.

(i) The local authonres shall dese up plans for the segregadon of solid wustes mto
biodegradable and non-biodegradabde uwpnnmru

{iii) The biodegradable material may be recycled prefembly rthrough composung or
vermiculiure,
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(iv) The inorgame material may be disposed in an esvironmentally seceptable manner ae site
whentified outside the Eeo-sensitve Zone. Mo burning or incinemson of solid wastes shall
b peermitted in the Foo-sensinee Hane,

5. Monitoring Committee :-

L b exercise of the powers conlérred by sub-seetion (3) of section 3 of the Environment
(Protection] Act, 1986 (2Y of 1V86), the Central Government hereby comstimites a
committee o be called the Monitoang Commirtee to monitor the compliance wirth the
provisions of this nonficatidn,

{2) The Monitoring Committee referred (o in sub-prragraph (1), shall conaist of not
more than ten members so s to veprresent the ferlowang, narmely:-
{a)  Deputy Comnmissioner, Guggaon — Chairman;
(b) A representative of the Ministry of Environment and Forests, Government
of Incha - Mcmber
e} One representanve of Non-governmental Oiganizations working m the field
of environment (including herage conservation) to be nominated by the

Central Governmen: - Meimnber
(dy Repional Officer, Harywna State Pollunon Control  Board, Gurgaon -
Member.,

(e} Senior Trowm Plenner of the areas -~ Member
() Distacy Wildlite Warden, Gurgaon - Member Secretary,

(3 The powers and functions of the Monitodng Commitres shall be restricted to the
monitoring of the campliance of the provisions of this notificanon only.

) In case of acuvities requiring prior permission or environmearal clearance, such actvities
shall be referred tn the Swre Level Environment Impact Assessment Authorly constituted
vide notification of the Govermnment of Tndis in the Ministry of Environment & Forests
number 5. O, 1533 {E), dated Seprember 14, 2006, which shall be the Competent Authority
For pram of such clearances as pef the provisions of the said not fication.

Caomrmitree.
