Management Authority (hereinafter referred to as the -

Authority) consisting of the following persons, for a period
of three years, with effect from the date of publication of

IL The Authority shall have the power to implement
and enforce the Coastal Regulation Zone Notification, 2011
for protecting and improving the quality of the coastal
environment and preventing, abating and controlling
environmental pollution in areas of the State of Tamil Nadu, .
namely .—

(® The Coastal Zone Management Authority
shall examine the project proposals in
accordance with the approved Coastal Zone
Management Plan and in compliance with
Coastal Regulation Zone notification and make
recommendations within a period of sixty days
from date of receipt of complete application: -

(a2) The Ministry of Environment and
Forests of State Environmental Impact
Agsessment Authority as the case may
be, for the project attracting Environment
Impact Assessment notification, 2006,

(b} theMinistry of Environment and Forests
for the projects not covered in the
Environment Impact Assessment
notification, 2006 but attracting clause
(ii) of para 4 of the Coastal Regulation
Zone notification;

(c) tothe concerned State Authority for the
projects not covered under (a) and (b)
above.

() The State Government, Union Territory
Administration, the local authority or the
concerned Coastal Zone Management
Authority within the framework of such
approved Coastal Zone Management Plans as
the case may be, in accordance with provisions
of this notification shall regulate all
developmental activitics listed in this
notification.

() The State Government or the Union Territory
Coastal Zone Management Authorities shall
primarily be responsible for enforcing and
monitoring of this notification and to assistin -
this task, the State Government and the Union
Territory shall constitute District Level
Committcm under the Chairmanship of the
least three representatwes of loca] tradmona]

. coastal communities including from fisher folk.
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Examination of proposals for changes or
modifications in classification of Coastal
Regulation Zone areas and in the Coastal Zone
Management Plan received from the Tamil Nadn

‘State Government and making specific

recommendations to the National Coastal Zone
Management Authority therefore. '

{a) Inquiry into cases of alleged violation of
the provisioas of the said Act and the rules
made thereunder or any other law which is
relatable to the objects of the said Act and, if
found necessary, in a specific case, issuing
directions under section 5 of the said Act,
insofar, as such directions are not inconsistent
with any direction issued in that specific case
by the National Coastal Zone Management
Authority or by the Central Government;

Review of cases involving violations of the -

- provisions of the said Act and the rules made

thereunder, or under any other law which is
relatable to the objects of the said Act, and if
found necessary, referring such cases, with
comment, for review to the National Coastal
Zone Management Authority :

- Provided that the cases under sub-paragraphs

(vi)

(v) (a) and (ii) (b) of paragraph Il may either be
taken up suo-moto or on the basis of complaint
made by an individual or a representative body
or an organization.

Filing complaints, under Section 19 of the said
Act in cases of non-compliance of the
directions issued by it under sub-paragraphs
(i) and (ii) of paragraph II of this Order..

(vi) To take action under Section 10 of the said Act
to verify the facts concerning the issues arising
from sub-paragraphs (i) and (i) of paragraph I
of the Order. '

1L The Authority shall deal with environmental
issues relating to Coastal Regulation Zone which may be
referred to it by the State Government of Tamil Nadu, the
National Coastal Zone Management Authority or the
Central Govemment, h

IV. To maintain transparency in the working of the
Coastal Zone Management Authorities, it shall be the
responsibility of the Coastal Zone Management Authority
to create a dedicated website and post the agenda, minutes,
decisions taken, clearance letters, violations, action taken
on the violations and court matters including the Orders of
the Hon'ble Court as also the approved Coastal Zone
Management Plans of the respective State Government ot
Union territory.

V. The Authority shall fumish report of its activities
at Jeast once in six months to the Naticnal Coastal Zone
Management Authority.

V1. The foregoing powers and functions of the

'Authorit'y shall be subject to the supervision and control

of the Central Go_vemmcnt.

VII. The Authority shall have its headquarters at
Chennai,

VIIL. Any matter specifically not falling within the
scope and jurisdiction of the Authority as so constituted
shall be dealt with by the statutory authorities concerned.
