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PHYSICAL PLANNING (APPEALS TO THE PHYSICAL
PLANNING LIAISON COMMITTEE) REGULATIONS, 1998
[L.N. 142/1998]

1. Short title

These Regulations may be cited as the Physical Planning (Appeals to the Physical
Planning Liaison Committee) Regulations, 1998.

2. Interpretation

In these Regulations, unless the context otherwise requires—

“committee” means a liaison committee established under provisions of section 8
of the Act;

“petitioner” means any person aggrieved by a decision of the Director of Physical
Planning or a local authority concerning any physical development plan or matters
connected therewith, and any person aggrieved by a decision of a liaison committee;

“secretary” means the secretary of the Committee.
3. Appeals procedure

All appeals shall be made on forms P.P.A. 8 and P.P.A. 9 set out in the Schedule
respectively and issued by the relevant liaison committee or local authority, and shall include
such particulars as may be required by the directions printed on the forms.

4. Consideration of the appeal

The secretary to the relevant liaison committee shall within ninety days of receipt of
the application in writing inform the petitioner the date on which the liaison committee shall
consider the appeal.

5. Decision of the Committee

The secretary shall inform the petitioner of the decision of the committee within sixty
(60) days.

Where the petitioner is not satisfied with the decision of the committee the petitioner may
appeal to the National Liaison Committee within thirty (30) days of receipt of the decision of
the committee communicated under regulation 5.
