In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 3the Plant Protection

Act, 2007, the Government of Nepal has framed dlewing Rules:
Chapter-1

Preliminary

1. Short title and commencement(1) These Rules may be called as the

"Plant Protection Rules, 2010".
(2) These Rules shall come into force immediately.

2. Definitions Unless the subject or the context otherwise reguiire this

Rules,-

(@) "Genetically modified organism" means any planplant product
which has been produced by substitution of the gdraespecies by
the gene of another species through the recombinant

Deoxyribonucleic Acid (DNA) technology.
(b)  "Act" means the Plant Protection Act, 2007.

(c)  "Chief of Office" means the chief of officetaklished pursuant to
Section 33 of the Act.

(d)  "Living modified organism" means any plant ptant product
capable of being reproduced which possesses a oonddination of
genetic substances with genetic quality for higheyductivity or
resistance to the pest in the plant through theafismodern bio-

technology.
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(e) "Transgenic substance" means disease, insext adverse
environment resistance species of living plantrgaaism produced
by research in a laboratory, glasshouse or fielcbugh the
reconstituted DNA technology of which uses causeamy adverse

effect to human beings and environment.

() "Laboratory" means a laboratory specified e tGovernment of

Nepal by a Notification in the Nepal Gazette.

(g0 "Post entry quarantine” means any phyto-sanitaelated
examination of physical condition of imported seeddiving plants
which have been planted in a glass house/screesehmua nursery

or such other facilitated field for a specified émperiod.

(h)  "Pest free production area" means an area ithatertified on
scientific basis as not having specific pest anénetsuch situation

is maintained officially for a defined period.

0] "Pest free area"” means an area certified ensitientific basis as
being free from specific pest of quarantine impacta and where

such situation is officially maintained.
Chapter-2

Provisions relating to functions, duties

and powers of Committee and Organization

3. Functions, duties and powers of CommitteeThe functions, duties

and powers of the Committee shall be as follows,addition to the

functions, duties and powers set forth in Sectiarh the Act:

(@) To render necessary assistance to the Govaetrohdlepal in phyto-

meeting the standards specified pursuant to theAdthese Rules,

To encourage also the private sector to cautyactivities relating to
post entry facilities, test centers, laboratoriesd atreatment

procedures,

To get approval and enforce the good agricalractices in order

to encourage quality products for the promotioexgorts.
Chapter-3

Provisions relating to entry permit

Application for import entry permit : (1) A person or body that intends

to import into Nepal any plants, plant productsldgical control agents,
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beneficial organisms or plant growing means sucbkads moss, and peat
has to make an application, accompanied by theicapioin fee of Two
Hundred Rupees, and in the format referred to ime8uale-1, to the Chief

of Office for the entry permit.

Provided that, if such item is imported for the ppases of
research/studies, an application as referred tthisx Sub-rule has to be

made to the chief of National Plant Quarantine Rrogne.

(2) An application to be made pursuant to Sub-fdlehas to be

accompanied by the following documents:

(@) A copy of the citizenship certificate or pamspf the

importer,

(b) A copy of the certificate of registration obdy and
renewal thereof if import is intended to be madém

name of such organization,

(c) A copy of the pro-forma invoice of the organssto be

imported,

(d) Recommendation of the Seeds Quality Contraittee

if an import of seeds is made,

(e) If an import is made for the purpose of reseaa
request letter of the researcher person or orgamiza
and recommendation made by the Nepal Agricultural

Research Council.

(3) If, on examination of the documents accompanisd the
application received pursuant to Sub-rule (1), @teef of Office thinks
reasonable to issue the entry permit, the Chi€¥f€e shall issue the entry
permit in the format referred to in Schedule-2tha case of plants or plant

products, in the format referred to in Schedule3hie case of biological
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control agents or beneficial organisms, in the fmrmeferred to in
Schedule-4 in the case of soil, moss, peat or gilaet growing medium in
the format referred to in Schedule-5 in the casstofly and research of
germplasm, living modified organisms, geneticallpdified organisms or

transgenic substances.

(4) If any person or body, showing a reason for Imeihg able to
obtain the import permit beforehand pursuant to-&uld (1), makes an
application, accompanied by the documents as egféa in Sub-rule (2), at
the point of entry for the entry permit, the Chadf Office may, if the
reason for not being able to so obtain the perrafotehand is found
reasonable, issue the permit pursuant to Sub-8)lat(the point of entry,

upon collecting the fees of One Thousand Rupees.

Provided that, no permit shall be issued at thetpafientry pursuant
to this Sub-rule without the issue of the importrgmpermit for the purpose

of research.

(5) A person or body who obtains the import enteynpit pursuant
to Sub-rule (3) has to abide by the terms andicéisins relating to import
as specified by the Ministry pursuant to Sub-sec{®) of Section 7 of the
Act.

(6) If, upon the examination pursuant to Sub-rig {t does not
appear appropriate to issue the entry permit fasoe of insufficiency of
the documents accompanied or otherwise, the Cli€ifiice has to give
information in the format referred to in Schedul&@he applicant no later

than Seven days.

Provisions relating to renewal of entry permit (1) A person or body

who intends to renew the entry permit obtainedspant to Sub-rule (3) of

Rule 5 as to make an application, in the formagrrefd to in Schedule-7, to
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the Chief of Office who has issued such permipmpto Seven days of the

expiration of the term of the entry permit.

(2) If, upon necessary examination of the apploratreceived
pursuant to Sub-rule (1), it appears reasonablernew the entry permit,
the Chief of Office may renew such entry permit &omaximum period of

Three months, upon collecting the fee of Four HaddRupees.

Obtaining entry permit at entry point: (1) If a person or body, who

brings at the point of entry plants, plant produbtslogical control agents,
beneficial organisms or plant growing substancehsag soil, moss, and
peat with intent to import them into Nepal, pursu@anSection 7 of the Act,
and intends to get quarantine related necessarguresabe done and make
their entry into Nepal, the person or body hasltap the declaration form
in the format as referred to in Schedule-8 and sutira form to the Office

for the entry permit of such goodatrticles) into Nepal.

(2) The declaration form submitted pursuant to 8ue-1) has to be

accompanied by the following documents:
(@) The import entry permit obtained pursuant teR5),

(b)  The documents as referred to in pursuantuio-r8le
(2) of Rule 5,

(c) The phyto-sanitary certificate issued by theurdry
exporting the goods, as referred to in Sub-rule (1)

which are intended to be imported.

(3) If, upon necessary examination of the apploratreceived
pursuant to Sub-rule (1) and the documents accoieghdoy it, it appears
reasonable to issue the entry permit, the Officall sbbtain necessary
sample of the goods to be imported and send the sanme laboratory for

phytosanitary test.

(4) If, upon laboratory test of the sample receipadsuant to Sub-
rule (3), the imported goods (articles) are fouadé healthy, the Office
shall issue the clearance slip in the format asrredl to in Schedule-9 for

the entry of such goods into Nepal.

(5) If, upon laboratory test of a sample receivadspant to Sub-rule
(3), such sample is found to contain quarantindspélse imported goods
have to be destroyed pursuant to Rule 15, andisf ibtund unsafe due to
other than quarantine pest, the imported goodd bkasent for treatment
pursuant to Rule 13, or destroyed directly pursuanRule 15, at the
request of the importer.

(6) If, subsequent to the treatment carried ousyamt to Rule 13,
the imported goods are found to be healthy, thac®fthall issue the
clearance slip pursuant to Sub-rule (4) for theyeof such goods into

Nepal.

(7) If, even after the treatment carried out punsua Rule 13, the
imported goods are found to be unhealthy, the ©ffiball either destroy
such goods pursuant to Rule 15 or return, or camidee returned, such

goods to the concerned country.

(8) Any plants, plant products, biological contragents and
beneficial organisms imported for the purpose etaech have to be tested
at the post entry quarantine site, and if, on gesh such goods are found

to be healthy, the Office shall permit their uséepal.

Provided that, if such goods are found infectedkytlshall be
destroyed pursuant to Rule 15.

Provisions relating to phyto-sanitary certificde: (1) A person or

body who intends to obtain the phyto-sanitary Giedie pursuant to Sub-

section (1) or (2) of Section 12 of the Act hasntake an application,
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accompanied by the following documents and the de®©ne Hundred

Rupees and of Two Hundred Rupees, in the casepafreand re-export,

respectively, in the format referred to in Scheedlle to the Chief of

Office:

(2) If, on receipt of the application pursuant tobSule (1), and

upon making of necessary examination and inspeatiothe sample of

goods to be exported, it appears appropriate toeigbe phyto-sanitary

certificate to the applicant, the Chief of Offideal issue the phyto-sanitary

certificate in the format referred to in Schedule-ih the case of export,

and in the format referred to in Schedule-12 indhge of re-export.
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(3) If, upon making of necessary examination andpéction
pursuant to Sub-rule (2), it does not appear apm@igpto issue the phyto-
sanitary certificate, the Chief of Office shall giinformation thereof in the
format referred to in Schedule-13 to the conceraguolicant within Seven

days of the date of application.

Provisions relating topermit for carriage of consignments (1) Any

person or body who intends to carry to another tguwvia the route of
Nepal any consignments of plants and plant prodactsther articles in
transit has to make an application, accompaniedthigy fees of One

Thousand Rupees, to the Office, in the format reteto in Schedule-14.

(2) The application referred to in Sub-rule (1) kmbe accompanied

by the following documents:

(@) Import permit issued by the country importitige

consignments,

(b)  Phyto-sanitary certificate issued by the count

exporting the consignments,
(©) Invoices of the consignments,
(d)  Means and mode of transport and route to kenta
(e)  Certificate of origin of the goods in consigagmts.

(3) If, upon examining the documents and consignsen
accompanied by the application received pursuarbub-rule (1), as to
whether they are in order and proper condition cthreditions referred to in
Sub-section (3) of Section 13 of the Act are fotmexist, the Office shall
issue the permit in the format referred to in Scied5 to carry such

consignments to another country via the route gidille

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(4) If, in the course of carrying any plants, plgnbducts or other
articles t another country via the route of Nepatspant to the permit
issued under Sub-rule (3), it is possible thatgésts therein may come out
or spread within Nepal due to damage for any reag@nperson carrying
such consignment has to immediately inform the me&@ffice or District

Agriculture Development Office or Agriculture SergiCentre.

(5) If any information is received pursuant to Suke (4), the Office
or District Agriculture Development Office or Agtilture Service Center
has to immediately inspect such consignment and emakcessary
arrangement to prevent the spread of pests andy nibiereof to the

immediately higher body or Office and Organizat&mnsoon as possible.

(6) If the condition referred to in Sub-rule (5)iss because of
damage in the consignment being carried via theerai Nepal, such
consignment shall be allowed to be carried onlgrasb repacking it as to
prevent the prohibited pests coming out. The coremkrperson or

organization has to bear the expenses incurredlcim iepackaging.

Qualification of inspector In order for being designated as an inspector

pursuant to Section 14 of the Act, one has to lbevihemployee who is
serving in the plant protection faculty of the Niefgriculture Service after
doing at least bachelor level degree in agricult@sience from a recognized
educational institute or serving in the junior teidan post of the same
faculty and having gained at least Five years pkeeence in the quarantine

related work.

Inspection (1) The inspector has to inspect any articles insgnment,
bags, pouches or packets containing such artiglegoods used for that
purpose, containers and means of transport contgsuch articles whether
any plants, plant products, biological control agebeneficial organisms
or other articles to be imported or exported afedted from pests.

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(2) If, in the course of inspection carried out guant to Sub-rule
(1), the inspector finds that the articles subjectnspection contain soil,
residues of plants or weeds or live organism omshany symptoms of
disease or any articles suspected of suffering fsaoh disease, he or she

has to order to treat the articles or make treatrihemeof.

(3) If, in the course of inspection carried out guant to Sub-rule
(1), the inspector finds that the articles subjednspection do not contain
the matters referred to in Sub-rule (2) or harboyr symptoms of disease or
any articles suspected of suffering from such disele or she has to take
requisite sample of the articles in the consignnsentarried and send it to

the laboratory for test.

(4) If, following the laboratory test of the sampéken pursuant to
Sub-rule (3), a report is received that the amickre healthy, such
consignment has to be submitted for the issuangeeohit to import or

export such consignment.

(5) If, on carrying out a laboratory test of thenpde taken pursuant
to Sub-rule (3), there is a suspicion of being tmsdthe goods tested, the
sample has to be sent to a sophisticated labor&domg-test. If the sample
is so sent for re-test, the Office has to arramgéddlding such consignment

in the quarantine site until its laboratory repsnteceived.

(6) If the laboratory report of the articles seat test pursuant to
Sub-rule (3) or (5) are found unhealthy, informatibereof has to be given
to the Organization and order has to be issuedett them pursuant to
Rule 13 or destroy them pursuant to Rule 15 or gbed) back to the

concerned country in accordance with the direabibtine Organization.
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12. Methods of test (1) On receipt of the sample of consignment taken

pursuant to Sub-rule (3) or Rule 11 in the labanator test, its test has to

be carried out following any or more of the follogitesting methods:

Normal test: To carry out normal test by visualizing
through eyes in order to find out whether the

consignment is infected from pests.

Washing test:To test the consignment by washing the
sample in clean water, mixed with required chemical
in order to find out whether the consignment is

infected by any fungi

Test by filtering: To test the consignment by using
funnel and filter paper in clean water in ordeffita
out whether the consignment contains any nematode o

not.

Microscopic test: To test by using a microscope for

the identification of pests.

X-ray test: To test by using an x-ray machine in order

to find out possible internal infection in grains.

Incubation test: To test by holding it in an incubation
machine with appropriate means for required time in

order to find out fungi or bacteria, if any.

Sowing test:To test by sowing grains and plants in
post entry quarantine sites in order to find outthler

such grains and plants contain any hidden infection

(2) In carrying out test of articles other thangbanentioned in Sub-

rule (1), required disinfection or treatment of Isacticles has to be carried

out by way of normal test of the articles subjectest.
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Methods of treatment If it is deemed necessary to treat any plants,tplan

products, biological control agents, beneficialamgms or other articles,
the inspector has to disinfect or treat them biofaihg any or more of the

following methods:

(@) Fumigation treatment: To carry out treatment by fumigation
method in airtight condition/container at least for TwenBour

hours.

(b)  Physical treatment To carry out treatment by physical method (for

example cold, heat, ray) depending upon naturbeopest.

(c) Chemical treatment: To carry out treatment by various chemical

pesticides (for example dust, grains, liquid etc.).

Procedures for searching(1) If the Inspector is required to search any

testing site, storage or any other place pursua@iduse (c) of Sub-section
(1) of Section 15 of the Act, he or she has to nsdarch in the presence of
at least Two local persons after giving a noticeedrch to the owner or the

concerned person of the place to be searched.

(2) It shall be the duty of all the concerned teiststhe Inspector in
making search pursuant to Sub-rule (1). If any gemsakes obstruction or
hindrance during such search, the Inspector haomeince such person

and enter into and search the place.

(3) If a person causes obstruction or hindrancepitiesbeing
convinced pursuant to Sub-rule (2), the Inspects to issue an order,
accompanied also by possible consequences of sbslkruction or

hindrance, to that person not to make such ob#ruot hindrance.

(4) If the person continues obstruction or hindeadespite the order
referred to in Sub-rule (3), the Chief of Office yn@ubject to penalty to

such person pursuant to Clause (d) of Section 2B8eoAct.
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(5) If, on making a search pursuant to this Rulg; plants, plant
products, biological control agents, beneficialamgms or other articles
are found in the place searched, the Inspectotdhpeepare a bond setting
out all details of such articles and get it sighgdhe owner of that place or
concerned person and other persons present theiigivana copy thereof to

the concerned person and retain one copy with hinepin the file.

(6) The Inspector has to take a sample in requipgahtity of the
articles found pursuant to Sub-rule (5), seal agd & and get it signed
also by the owner of the articles or concerned grerand the person
witnessing it and send it to the laboratory pursdarSub-rule (3) of Rule
11 for the test of phyto-sanitation of the samplee Inspector has to take
the remaining in his or her custody after takingngke or seal them in that

place, according to the situation.

(7) If the laboratory test of the articles sent tiest pursuant to Sub-
rule (6) reveals that such articles are unsafegrdnds to be issued to treat,
destroy the articles or return such articles to twmcerned country,

pursuant to Sub-rule (6) of Rule 11.

(8) If no articles are found or irrelevant articlase found while
searching any place pursuant to this Rule, theemh#s to be mentioned in
the bond and attached with the file.

(9) If, on making search, the Inspector has to &ke articles in his
or her custody pursuant to Sub-rule (6), a redeglicating,inter alia, the
articles to be taken into custody, quantity, numdsed condition of such
articles has to be prepared, and one copy of thepehas to be given to
the owner of such articles or concerned persontlaadther copy attached

with file.
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Procedures to destroylf any plants, plant products, biological control

agents, beneficial organisms or other articled@iee destroyed pursuant to
the Act and these Rules for the reason that sutiesrcannot be treated or
for any other reason, the Inspector shall to dgstsach articles in

accordance with the following procedures:

(@) Toisolate the articles to be destroyed s asevent further spread/

infection,

(b) If, in view of the nature and quantity of tadicles held pursuant to
Clause (a), they are to be buried, to use necessanyicals and if

they are to be burnt, to arrange for appropriaaee|

(c) To put the articles to be buried pursuant tau€e (b) or the ash

remaining after burn in a hole and cover it witil.so

Functions, duties and powers of Inspectorin addition to the

functions, duties and powers specified in the Aull @&lsewhere in these

Rules, the functions, duties and powers of thedogyp shall be as follows:

(@) To monitor as to where the terms and resbnsti specified in
relation to the transportation and use of planigntp products,
biological control agents, beneficial organismthrer articles have
been followed and cause such terms and restrictihe followed if

they are not found to have been followed,

(b)  To assist the Organization in the identifioatof pest free area, pest

free production site and area of low pest prevaenc

Matters to be done in event of non-observancef terms and

restrictions: (1) If any plants, plant products, biological catagents,

beneficial organisms or other articles importedany person or body do
not conform to the terms and restrictions specibigdhe laws in force, the
Office has to immediately give a notice thereofthe Organization for
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direction to allow entry of such articles afteraiment or to destroy them or

return them to the concerned country.

(2) If a notice is received pursuant to Sub-rulg (ie Organization
has to give information thereof to the nationalhplprotection organization
of the concerned country and give necessary dmedid the concerned

Office for action required to be taken in relatiorsuch articles.

(3) The Office has to destroy any articles or metsuch articles to
the concerned country in accordance with the dorateceived from the

Organization pursuant to Sub-rule (2).

Amount to be depositedin specifying the amount for the purposes of
Section 26 of the Act, the Office may order to da@p#ifty percent of the

amount indicated in the bill, invoice of the artiglto be imported.

Procedures relating to investigation and inquy: (1) If information

is received by the Office from any person or thitoagy medium that any
act that is considered as offense under the Acbbeaa committed or if, in
the course of inspection or test of articles, aolythat is considered as
offense under the Act is found committed, the legpehas to maintain
records thereof in the Office and immediately at#i necessary

investigation and inquiry in a manner that the ewmitk is preserved.

(2) In the course of investigation of an inquiryoiran offense, the
Inspector may require the concerned person to pevdoecessary
documents and details of goods related therewatke tleposition of that
person, collect evidence, and if the Inspector deaatessary to examine
the received documents and articles, he or shéohzeuse the maintenance
of status quo of such articles and take required sample of sutibles and

test or cause to be tested the sample.
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(3) Where any articles have been sent for testuamtsto Sub-rule
(2) and the test report proves that such articteshaalthy or such articles
become healthy following treatment pursuant to Rile a deposit of the
amount of bills, invoices of such article has tothken, and auction such
articles if they are of perishable nature, and taketrol of and safely retain
the articles upon giving a receipt thereof to theaerned person if they are

not of perishable nature.

(4) If the test report of the articles sent fort gegrsuant to Sub-rule
(3) indicates that such articles are infected aamthot be treated or if the
articles are found to contain quarantine pestsrerpaohibited under the
Act and these Rules, such articles have to be daizd destroyed pursuant
to Rule 15.

(5) Upon collection of requisite evidence and doeata pursuant to
this Rule, the Inspector has to frame a charget sih¢lee format as referred
to in Schedule-16 and send the case file contaialhglocuments to the
District Government Attorney of the concerned Dastpursuant to Sub-
section (3) of Section 27 of the Act.

(6) Upon receipt of advice from the Government Aty pursuant
to Sub-rule (5), the Inspector shall accordinglle fthe case with the

Adjudicating Authority.

Adjudicating Authority : (1) The senior plant quarantine officer of the

concerned field shall try and settle cases relatinthe offences under the
Act.

Power to frame _and enforce_manual(1) The Ministry may frame and

enforce necessary manuals on phyto-sanitary measure
(2) It shall be the duty of all the concerned tadakby the manuals

issued pursuant to Sub-rule (1).
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Power to alter SchedulesThe Ministry may, by a Notification in the

Nepal Gazette, make necessary alteration in thedbibs.

Repeal and saving(l) The Plant Protection Rules, 2031 are, hereby,

repealed.

(2) Any acts done and action taken pursuant tdRihles referred to
