BUSINESS LICENCES ACT 2002

IN EXERCI SE of the powers conferred by section 23 of the Business Licences
Act 2002, the Minister of Labour, Commerce and Industries with the consent
of Cabinet, makes the following Regulations -

1 Short Title

(1) These Regulations may be cited as the Busihé&snces (Amendment)
Regulations 2010.

(2) The Business Licences Regulations 2007 arereef¢o in these Regulations,
as the Principal Regulations.

(2) Any holder of a business licence invalidatedanthis regulation may
appeal to the Minister under section 12 of theAct.
