IT is hereby notified that the Minister of Health has. in
terms of section 112 of the Public Health Act [Chaprer jfJ7].
made the following regulations: ~

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(2) In considering an application made in terms of sub­
section (I). the health authority shall take into accouru. inter alia.
tile quantity and nature uf the effluent liq uid ill relation La the
area and' type of land on to which it is to be discharged. or where
it is fa be used.

(3) The approval mentloned in section ~ may be made
subject to all or any of the following conditions-s-

(a) that a reticulation system is provided for the effluent
liquid entirely separate from any system for the reticu­
lation of potable water:

(b) that all piping, equipment and installation for use in
the storage and ret iculation of the effl ucnt liq uid, above
or be low grou nd, are distinct ively and indelibly marked
so as to be immediately distinguishable from any
system for the reticulation of potable water;

(c) that all pipe connexions are below the ground:

(d) that adequate warning notices are erected in appropriate
languages indicating t ha t cmUC1l1 liquid is being used,
and

(e) any othe r cond itions dee rued necessary by the IleaIth
;lIl1hority to protect the health of the public.

(4) In giving the approval mentioned in section :I in respect
of effluent liquids from sewage treatment works or oxidation
ponds, the health authority shall prescribe standards of purity

which shall not be lower. but may be higher. than those specified
in the Schedule for the effluent liquid.

(5) A health authority may, by notice In writing-

(a) revoke its approval or any conditions to which the
approval was subject: or

(b) amend or add to any conditions to which the approval
was subject.

5. Whe re any em uen t liquid from sewage-trea tmen t works Of

oxidation ponds which are the property of a council is to be used
for the irrigation of land the council shall comply with the
standards of purity prescribed in terms of section 4.

6. No person may lise any effluent liquid from any sewage­
treatment works or oxidation rands for the irrigation of any land
on which salad crops to he eaten raw. vegetable CfOpS Of herry
fruit., are grnwtng:
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Provided tha t (he counci lor the ehief hcalt h officer. ax the
case may be. may grant an exemption. in writing. from the pro­
visions 0 f this section in spec ifie cases in respcc t 0 f vcgeta b Ie
crops and berry fruits.

7. No person rna y usc, for the irrigation of -any land wi(hi n
200 metres of an occupied dwelling or 50 metres of any public
road by sprinklers, any effluent liquid from any sewage-treatment
works or oxidation ponds unless such liquid complies with the
minimum standards prescribed in the Schedule for use in relation
to public amenities.

8. (I) No person may. without having first applied for and
received approval. use-

(a) any digested sludge for agricultural purposes; or

or undigested sludge for any composting(b) any raw
process.

(l) The health authority may make approval erantNl in
terms of subsection (1) subject to any cond i tionsit dee ms neces­
sary to protect the public health,
