NOTIFICATION

WILDLIFE (PROTECTION) ACT, 1972.

No.WLP. 2012/CR-317/F-1.- In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-sections (1) and (2) of
section 64 of the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 (53 of 1972) and all other powers enabling it in
that behalf and in supersession of the Wildlife (Protection) (Maharashtra) Rules, 1975, the
Government of Maharashtra hereby makes the following Rules, namely :—

CHAPTER-I
PRELIMINARY
1. Short title and extent.—(1) These rules shall be called the Maharashtra Wildlife (Protection)
Rules, 2014.
(2) They shall apply to the entire State of Maharashtra.

2. Definitions.—(1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires—

(a) “Act” means the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 (53 of 1972) ;

(b) “Chairperson” means the Chairperson of the Board constituted under sub-section (1)
of section 6 ;

(c) “Form” means a form appended to these rules ;
(d) “Licensee” means a holder of the licence ;

(e) “Licensing Authority” means the Chief Wildlife Warden or any other officer
authorized by the State Government under the Act ;

(f) “Section” means a section of the Act ;
(g) “Schedule” means a Schedule to the Act ;

(h) “Vice-Chairperson” means the Vice-Chairperson of the Board constituted under sub-
section (1) of section 6.

(2) Words and expressions used in these rules but not defined therein shall have the meanings
respectively assigned to them under the Act.

CHAPTER - 11
STATE BOARD FOR WILDLIFE
(Section 6)

3. Term of office.—(1) Subject to the provisions of rule 5, the term of office of the members
other than those who are members ex-officio shall be for a period of three years from the date of
appointment and this term may be extended for a further period of one year by the State
Government.

(2) The member of the State Legislature nominated to the Board under clause (c¢) of sub-
section (1) of section 6 shall cease to be a member of the Board on his having ceased to be the
member of the Legislature.
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(3) The casual vacancies referred to in clauses (d) and (e) of sub-section (1) of section 6 shall be
filled in by nomination by the State Government with the approval of the Chairperson for the
remaining period of the term of a member in whose place he has been nominated.

4. Resignation by member.—(1) A member, other than the members ex-officio of the Board
may resign by writing under his hand addressed to the Chairperson.

(2) The vacancy due to the resignation under sub-rule (1) shall deemed to be created in the
Board from the date on which such resignation is accepted or on the expiry of thirty days from the
date of receipt of intimation of resignation, whichever is earlier.

(8) The power to accept resignation of a member of the Board shall vest in the Chairperson.

5. Removal of member.—The State Government may, on the recommendation of the
Chairperson, remove any member of the Board appointed under clauses (d) and (e) of sub-section
(1) of section 6 of the Act if such member,—

(a) is, in the opinion of the State Government, unfit to continue in office by reason of
infirmity of mind or body ; or

(b) has become of unsound mind and stands so declared by a Competent Court ; or
(c) is adjudged insolvent ; or
(d) is convicted of a criminal offence involving moral turpitude ; or

(e) fails, without leave of the Chairperson, to attend more than three successive meetings
of the Board :

Provided that, no such member shall be removed from the office unless he has been given
reasonable opportunity to furnish his explanation.

6. Filling in of casual vacancy.—(1) When a member of the Board referred to in clauses (d)
and (e) of sub-section (1) of section 6 resigns or dies or is removed from the office or becomes
incapable of acting, the State Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, nominate a
person to fill the vacancy.

(2) A person nominated to fill in the vacancy under sub-rule (1) shall hold office so long as the
member in whose place he is nominated would have held it, if the vacancy had not occurred.

7. Disclosure of interest by members.—If any member of the Board or his family members have
any interest in a proposal submitted for consideration of the Board, the member shall disclose the
extent of his interest in the proposal, in writing, to the Member-Secretary before the meeting.

8. Allowances.—(1) The members of the Board, who are members of the State Legislature,
shall be entitled to draw travelling and daily allowances in accordance with the law relating to
allowances of members of the State Legislature.

(2) Members, other than the members, ex-officio but not belonging to the category in sub-rule (1)
of the Board shall be entitled to travelling and daily allowances in accordance with scale I, in
clause (b) of sub-rule (), under section I of Appendix XLII-A of the Maharashtra Civil Services
Rules, 1974, Volume II, as applicable from time to time.

(3) The travelling allowance bills shall be presented to the Member-Secretary of the Board,
who shall, after scrutiny thereof, countersign the bills and disburse the allowances.
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CHAPTER - II1
HUNTING OF WILD ANIMALS
(Section 12)

9. Grant of permit for hunting of wild animals.—(1) Every person desiring to hunt any wild
animal for any special purposes referred to in section 12, shall obtain a permit from the Chief
Wildlife Warden.

(2) The application for the permit for special purposes shall be made to the Chief Wildlife
Warden in Form 1.

(3) Every application referred to in sub-rule (2) shall be accompanied by a fee of rupees five
hundred if the permit is required for a period of one month or rupees five thousand where it is
required for a period which is more than a month but not exceeding one year. The fee to be
accompanied with an application shall be increased by ten percent every year from the 1st
January of that year

(4) On receipt of the application for permit for special purposes, the Chief Wildlife Warden
may, after such enquiry as he deems fit and subject to the provisions of the section 12 grant or
reject the application.

(5) Where the application is rejected, the fee paid by the applicant shall be refunded to the
applicant after deducting the processing charges which shall be ten percent of the application fee.

(6) Where the Chief Wildlife Warden decides to grant a permit for special purposes, it shall be
granted in Form II.

10. Conditions of permit for hunting wild animals.—(1) Every person holding permit for
special purpose shall submit a report of his collection as may be required by the Chief Wildlife
Warden and send a copy of such report, each to the Chief Conservator of Forests and Deputy
Conservator of Forests of the area in which the hunting is done.

(2) The permit holder shall, whenever required by the Chief Wildlife Warden or any other
officer authorized by him in that behalf, produce for inspection the entire collection made by him.

(8) The permit holder shall not export his collection outside the State of Maharashtra, without
the written permission from the Chief Wildlife Warden or any officer authorized by him in this
behalf.

(4) The permit holder shall abide by the conditions, if any, additionally mentioned by the
Chief Wildlife Warden while issuing the permit.

CHAPTER - IV
PROTECTION OF SPECIFED PLANTS
(Sections 17-B, 17-C,17-D, 17-E, 17-F, 17-G)

11. Grant of a permit to pick, uproot, acquire or collect or transport any specified plant.—
(1) Every person who intends to obtain a permit to pick, uproot, acquire or collect any specified
plants for any of the purposes referred to in section 17B shall make an application to the Chief
Wild Life Warden in Form III.

(2) Every application referred to in sub-rule (1) shall be accompanied by a fee of rupees five
hundred if the permission is required for a period of one month or rupees five thousand when it is
required for a period more than a month but not exceeding one year. The fee to be accompanied
with an application shall be increased by ten percent every year from the 1st January of that year
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(3) On receipt of the application, the Chief Wildlife Warden may after such enquiry, as he
deems fit, and subject to the provisions in section 17B, grant or reject the application.

(4) Where the application is rejected, the fee paid by the applicant shall be refunded after
deducting the processing charges which shall be ten percent of the application fee.

(5) Where the Chief Wildlife Warden decides to grant a permit for special purposes in respect
of the specified plants, it shall be granted in Form IV.

12. Other conditions for grant of special purpose permit for collection of specified plants.—
(1) Every person holding special purpose permit for collection of specified plants shall submit a
report of his collection as required by the Chief Wildlife Warden and send a copy of such report,
each to the Chief Conservator of Forests and Deputy Conservator of Forests of the area in which
the collection is done.

(2) The permit holder shall, whenever required by the Chief Wildlife Warden or any other
officer authorized by him in that behalf, produce for inspection the entire collection made by the
applicant.

(3) The permit holder shall not export his collection outside the State of Maharashtra without
the written permission from the Chief Wildlife Warden or any other officer authorized by him in
this behalf.

(4) The Chief Wildlife Warden shall mention the conditions under which the permission for
the collection of specified plants has been granted.

13. Licence for cultivation of specified plants.— (1) Every person who intends to obtain a
licence for cultivation of specified plant(s) shall make an application to the Chief Wildlife Warden
or the authorized officer in Form V.

(2) Every application referred to in sub-rule (1) shall be accompanied by a fee of rupees five
thousand for a period of one year. The fee to be accompanied with an application shall be increased
by ten percent every year from the 1st January of that year

(3) On receipt of the application, the Chief Wildlife Warden or the authorized officer may,
after making inquiry in respect of those matters as he may think fit and being fully satisfied, grant
licence to the applicant in Form VI or reject the application.

(4) Where the application is rejected, the fees paid by the applicant shall be refunded to the
applicant after deducting the processing charges which shall be ten per cent of the application fee.

14. Licence for dealing in the specified plants.—(1) Every person who intends to obtain licence
for dealing in specified plant(s) or part or derivative thereof, shall make an application to the Chief
Wildlife Warden or the authorized officer in Form VII.

(2) Every application referred to in sub-rule (1) shall be accompanied by a fee of rupees five
thousand for a period of one year. The fee to be accompanied with an application shall be increased
by ten percent every year from the 1st January of that year.

(83) On receipt of the application for carrying on business or occupation as a dealer in specified
plant(s) or part or derivative thereof, the Chief Wildlife Warden or the authorized officer may,
after making enquiry in respect of those matters as he may think fit and is fully satisfied, grant
licence to the applicant specifying the premises and the conditions in Form VIII or reject the
application.

(4) Where the application is rejected, the fees paid by the applicant shall be refunded to the
applicant after deducting the processing charges which shall be ten per cent of the application fee.

15. Other conditions for grant of licence for cultivation of specified plants and dealing in
specified plants or parts or derivatives thereof.—(1) The licensee shall keep the stock of specified
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plants or part or derivative thereof, so procured by him only in the premises approved by the Chief
Wildlife Warden or the authorized officer.

(2) The licensee shall maintain a register in Form IX.

(3) The licensee shall ensure that the register required to be maintained by him under this
rule has been brought up-to-date, before closing the business for the day.

(4) Every licensee shall submit monthly returns in Form X and a true copy of the entries made
by him in the relevant register duly certified and signed by the him referred to in sub-rule (2)
during the course of a month, to the Chief Wildlife Warden and authorized officer.

(5) The return under sub-rule (4) shall be submitted before tenth of every month following the
month to which the return relates.

(6) The licence issued may be renewed by the Chief Wildlife Warden or the authorized officer
on expiry of the period for which it was granted at first instance or renewed later on. For the
purpose of renewal, the licensee shall submit application in the same form in which he had made it
at the first instance for a new licence before fifteen days of the expiry of the period of licence.

(7) The Chief Wildlife Warden or the authorized officer after making enquiry in respect of
those matters as he may think fit and is fully satisfied may grant renewal or reject the same.

(8) All relevant conditions in rules 13 and 14 shall apply mutatis mutandis in case of renewal
of license also.
CHAPTER V
PROTECTED AREAS
( Sections 21, 22, 28, 31, 33-A, 34, 35 )

16. Claims to be made upon proclamation by the collector.— Where the Collector who has been
appointed by the State Government as per section 18B publishes the proclamation under section
21, any person claiming any right mentioned in section 19, may prefer before such Collector,
within a period of two months from the date of such proclamation, his written claim in Form XI.

17. Notice to the claimant.—On receipt of the claim made under rule 16, the Collector or any
other officer who has been appointed by the State Government as per section 18B, shall serve a
notice upon the claimant requiring him to appear at such place and on such date, as may be
specified in the notice, either in person or through an agent, authorized by him in this behalf, and
to produce evidence, oral or documentary, in support of the claim.

18 (1). Entry in a sanctuary or national park for purposes of section 28(1) (d) and (e).—
(a) Every person desiring to enter any sanctuary or national park as may be determined by the
State Government in this behalf, for the purpose of tourism or transaction of any lawful business
with any person residing therein, shall obtain the necessary permit.

() A permit referred to in sub-rule (1) shall be in form XII and be issued by an officer
authorized by the Chief Wildlife Warden in this behalf, on payment of a fee specified in
sub-rule (3).

(¢) The fee in respect of the permit for entry shall be as follows, namely :—
(i) In the case of Indian citizens, Rs. 30/- per head, per day.
(i1) In the case of persons other than Indian citizens, Rs. 60/-per head, per day.
(i1i) In the case of students who are Indian citizens, Rs. 15/- per head, per day.

(iv) In the case of students who are other than Indian citizens, Rs. 30/- per head, per day.
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(v) The rates prescribed in (iii) and (fv) above shall be applicable only on production of
valid Identity Card in proof of the visitor being a student.

(vi) A child below five years shall be exempted from payment of the fee.

(vii) Person(s) specifically permitted by the Chief Wildlife Warden or the authorized
officer shall be exempted from payment of the fee.

(d) The fee in respect of the permit for entry of vehicle shall be as follows, namely :

(i) In respect of a light motor vehicle, such as a car or jeep, Rs. 100/- per vehicle, per day ;

(i1) In respect of a heavy motor vehicle, such as a bus, lorry or truck, Rs. 150/- per vehicle,
per day ;

(I11) In respect of motorcycle or tricycle, including motor scooters and cycle with
attachment, for propelling the same by mechanical power, Rs. 25/- per vehicle, per day.

(iv) Vehicle(s) used by person(s), specifically permitted by the Chief Wildlife Warden or
authorized officer shall be exempted from payment of the fee.

(e) The fee for operating a camera shall be as follows, namely :—

(i) In the case of a still camera to be operated by an Indian citizen, Rs. 100/- per camera,
per day,

(i1) In the case of a still camera to be operated by visitors other than an Indian citizen,
Rs. 200 per camera, per day.

(i11) In the case of a cine-camera to be operated by an Indian citizen, Rs. 250/- per camera,
per day.

(iv) In the case of a cine-camera to be operated by visitors other than an Indian citizen,
Rs. 500/- per camera, per day.

(v) These fees for operating camera are for the purpose other than commercial use. Use of
such photograph or cine-output for commercial purpose is prohibited without prior written
permission of the Chief Wildlife Warden or the authorized officer.

() A permit referred to in sub-rule (1), shall be valid for the period specified therein.
18 (2). Entry in a sanctuary or a national park for the purposes of section 28 (1) (a), (b) and (¢).—

(a) Every person desiring to enter a sanctuary or national park, for the purpose of investigation or
study of Wildlife and purpose ancillary or incidental thereto or for professional photography or
scientific research, shall obtain a permit from the Chief Wildlife warden or an authorized by him.

(b) The fee for operating a camera, where photography is for scientific research, investigation

and study of wildlife and purposes ancillary or incidental thereto, shall be as follows, namely —

(i) In the case of a still camera to be operated by Indian citizens not exceeding five in
number, Rs. 500 per camera, per day, and in the case of other persons not exceeding five in
number, Rs 1000/- per camera, per day.

(i1) In the case of a cine-camera, where it is to be operated by Indian citizens not
exceeding five in number, Rs.5,000/- per camera, per day, and in the case of other persons not
exceeding five in number, Rs. 10,000/- per camera, per day.

(i11) Camera used for the study of wildlife, specifically permitted by the Chief Wildlife
Warden shall be exempted from payment fee.

(¢) The fee for operating a camera, where photography is for professional purpose, shall be as

follows, namely —

(1) in the case of a still camera to be operated by an Indian citizen, Rs. 2,500/- per camera,
per day and in the case of other persons, Rs. 5,000/- per camera, per day.
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(i1) in the case of a cine-camera to be operated by an Indian citizen, Rs. 10,000/- per
camera, per day, and in the case of other persons, Rs. 20,000/- per camera, per day.

(d) The fee for operating a camera, where photography is for or in connection with commercial
movies, shall be as follows, namely :—

(i) For shooting in Mini Train and related sites in Sanjay Gandhi National Park,
Rs. 45,000/- per day per party ;

(i1) For shooting Lion and Tiger safari area and in the vicinity of the Log-Hut in Sanjay
Gandhi National Park, Rs. 40,000/- per day per party ;

(i11) For shooting in Nursery, Gandhi Temple and other sites in Sanjay Gandhi National
Park, Rs. 25,000/- per day per party ;

(iv) For shooting in other sanctuaries or national parks in the State, Rs. 25,000/-per day,
per party.
(e) The fee specified in sub-rule (2) shall be payable in advance.

(f) For professional photography and commercial movies in addition to the above fee, a deposit
of Rs. 10,000 shall be recovered in advance. The same shall be refunded with due regard to the
fulfillment of the terms and conditions laid down in this behalf.

(g) The permit referred to in the sub-rule (2) shall be in form XIII.

18(3). All the fees mentioned in sub-rule (1) and (2) shall be increased by ten percent every
year from the 1st January of that year.

18(4). These rates shall not be applicable in case of a Tiger Reserve and the Tiger
Conservation Foundation constituted under section 38 X shall regulate entry to a tiger reserve.

18(5). General conditions governing the issue of permits.---(a) The permit shall not entitle any
person to free accommodation in any Government building, situated within the limits of the
sanctuary or national park.

(b) Any officer or employee of the Forest Department on duty or an officer appointed under
sub-section (1) of section 4, may require any person to stop within the limits of the sanctuary or
national park, as the case may be, or at the entrance gate, for the purpose of checking and may
demand for inspection, the permit granted under this chapter. Every person so required to stop,
shall stop when called upon to do so and shall produce the permit for inspection.

(c) No person shall be allowed to enter a sanctuary or a national park with any weapon or
ammunition, except with the prior permission in writing, of the Chief Wildlife warden or any other
officer authorized in this behalf.

18(6). Cancellation of permit.—Where a holder of a permit referred to in aforesaid sub-rules
commits a breach of any of the provisions of the Act or the rules thereunder or of any of the
conditions specified in a permit, the Chief Wildlife Warden or the officer in charge of a sanctuary
or national park may, after recording his reasons in writing, may cancel the permit.

19. Power to exempt.—Where the State Government considers it necessary or expedient so to
do in the public interest, it may, by order, exempt any person or class of persons from payment of
any fee payable under rule 18.

20. Immunization of Livestock.— (1) The Chief Wildlife warden or the authorized officer may
direct the concerned local authorities of the area falling inside or within five kilometers of
Sanctuary or National Park, as the case may be to submit detailed information regarding cattle in
possession of each person in the said area under the jurisdiction of such local authorities once in a
year.
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(2) The Chief Wildlife Warden or authorized officer may direct the officer-in-charge of the
Animal Husbandry and/or any other authority responsible for immunization of cattle in the
District to carry out immunization of the entire cattle population in villages falling inside or within
five kilometers of Sanctuary or National Park in a time bound manner.

(3) The Chief Wildlife Warden or authorized officer may direct to cancel grazing permission
within the Sanctuary in respect of any cattle which has not been immunized within the period
specified in sub-rule (2).

(4) The officer-in-charge of the Animal Husbandry and / or any other authority responsible for
managing veterinary services to livestock in the District shall report any outbreak of
communicable diseases of the livestock to the concerned authorized officer.

21. Registration of certain persons in possession of arms.— (1) Every person residing in or
within ten kilometers of a sanctuary or National Park and holding a licence granted under the
Arms Act, 1959, or exempted from the provisions of that Act and possessing arms, shall apply in
Form XIV accompanied with a fee of Rs 500/- for such registration to the officer-in-charge of the
sanctuary or National Park for registering his name.

(2) (a) On receipt of an application under sub-rule (1), the officer-in-charge of the sanctuary or
National Park shall, after making such inquiry as he may deem fit, register the name of the
applicant in Form XV.

(b) A register shall be maintained for this purpose and separate page in the register shall be
allotted to every person whose name is so registered.

(3) Where the holder of a licence granted under the Arms Act, 1959 or exempted from the
provisions of that Act and possessing Arms,—

(a) commits any offence under the Act or the rules made thereunder, the officer-in-charge
of the sanctuary or National Park shall make an entry to that effect in the register and where
such officer is satisfied that such person has committed the said offence, on occasions more
than one, he may take steps as he considers necessary, to move the authority concerned for
cancelling the licence, held by the licensee under the Arms Act, 1959.

(b) transfer his arms to another person by way of sale, gift or otherwise, he shall intimate
the officer-in-charge of sanctuary or National Park, of the same within a period of fifteen days
of such transfer.

(c) changes his residence to another place within ten kilometers of such sanctuary or
National Park or changes his residence to a place beyond such distance, he shall intimate his
new address and other relevant details to the officer-in-charge of sanctuary or National Park,
within fifteen days from the date of such changes.

(4) Where the holder of licence granted under the Arms Act, 1959 or exempted from that Act
and possessing arms, dies, his successor or legal representative shall, as soon as possible, after
such death, intimate the fact to the officer-in-charge of the sanctuary or National Park.

CHAPTER VI
TRADE OR COMMERCE IN WILD ANIMALS, ANIMAL ARTICLES AND TROPHIES
(Sections 40, 41, 43, 44, 45, 47, 48, 48-A, 49, 49-A, 49-B, 49-C)

22. Inquiry and preparation of inventories.— (1) As regards a declaration made under rule 35
of the Wildlife (Protection) (Maharashtra) Rules, 1975 or under sub-section (1) of section 40 or
section 40A, or under any notification issued by the State Government under sub-section (4) of
section 40, the Chief Wildlife Warden or the authorized officer, shall give a notice in Form XVI to
the person making the declaration, as to the date and time on which he shall enter upon his
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premises and such notice shall be served on the person making the declaration or sent to him by
registered post.

(2) The Chief Wildlife Warden or authorized officer may, after making such inquiry as he may
deem fit, inspect the premises and animal articles, trophies, uncured trophies and captive animals
specified in Schedule-I or Part-II of Schedule-II.

(3) The Chief Wildlife Warden or authorized officer shall make an inventory of such animals
or objects found by him in the premises in Form XVII.

(4) The Chief Wildlife Warden or authorized officer shall affix upon each object referred to in
sub-rule (3) an appropriate identification mark as far as possible, in indelible ink.

23. Certificate of ownership.— (1) The Chief Wildlife Warden may for the purpose of section
40-A, issue a Registration Book for Ownership Certificate in Form XVIII to a person who in his
opinion is in lawful possession of any wild animal, animal article, trophy or uncured trophy.

(2) The certificate of ownership shall contain the facsimile of the identification mark and in
case of live animal the identification number of the transponder (microchip) implanted shall be
mentioned in the certificate.

24. License for dealings in trophy and animal articles.— (1) Every person intending to obtain
a licence for any of the purposes mentioned in clause (a) of sub-section (1) and clause (¢) of sub-
section (1) of section 44, shall make an application along with a fee of rupees 5000/- to the Chief
Wildlife Warden or the authorized officer in Form XIX.

(2) The fee for obtaining subsequent renewal of the licence shall be rupees 5000/-.

(3) On receipt of the application along with a fees as prescribed in sub-rules (1) and (2), the
Chief Wildlife Warden shall make necessary enquiry as to the past record of the applicant, as to
whether he was ever convicted for an offence under the Act and need for granting license in view of
the abundance or otherwise of the Wildlife in the State and shall either grant a license or reject
the application. Such license shall be granted for a period, not exceeding one year.

(4) Where the application is rejected, the fee paid by the applicant shall be refunded after
deducting processing charges which shall be ten per cent. of the application fee.

(5) Where the Chief Wildlife Warden or the authorized officer decides to grant the license,—
(a) to commence or carry on the business as —

(1) a manufacturer of or a dealer in an animal article, the license shall be issued in
Form XX.

(i1) a taxidermist, the licence shall be issued in Form XXI.
(i17) a dealer in trophy or uncured trophy, the licence shall be issued in Form XXII.
(iv) a dealer in captive animals, the license shall be issued in Form XXIII.
(v) a dealer in meat, the license shall be issued in Form XXIV.
(b) to derive, collect and deal in snake venom, the license shall be issued in Form XXV :
Provided further that nothing in this sub-section shall apply to the dealers in tail feather

of peacock and articles made therefrom and the manufacturers of such articles.

25. Renewal of licence.—(1) A licensee desiring to renew his licence granted under this
Chapter shall apply in Form XXVTI at least thirty days before its expiry.

(2) The Chief Wildlife Warden after making such enquiry as provided in sub-rule (3) of rule 24
and on payment of fees prescribed sub-rules (1) and (2) of rule 24 for renewal of the licence, renew
the licence for a further period of one year or reject the application.
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26. Maintenance of records.— (1) Every licensee, not being a taxidermist, shall, at the time of
sale, issue a bill or cash memo to the purchaser and such bill or cash memo shall contain the
following particulars, namely —

(a) Name of the licensee ;

() Name, address, and place of business of the licensee ;
