AGREED MINUTES

Of the meeting of the Greek-Buigarian Joint Programming
and Follow-up Committee hedd of 21-22 April 1984, Athens
Greece.

Within the overall framework of the PHARE Programme,
a new budget line for cross border co-operation between
countries in Central and Eastem Europe and the European
Union was allocated by the EU. These funds are intended to
co-finance actions of a structural nature in countries, sha-
ring & common border with the Union, which should be co-
financed by the Union’s structural funds and in particular
INTERREG.

{n this connection the first meeting of the Greek-Bulgarian
joint programming and Follow-up Committee was heid in
Athens on 21-22 April 1994, During this meeting recommen-
dations have been formuiated indicating the to be
co-financed by both parties. These recommendations wilt be
transmitted to the European Commission through the Office
of the Bulgarian National Phare Coordinator. The discu-
ssions held were based on the draft proiect indentification
sheets that had been presented by the Bulgarian side at the
trilateral meeting heid in Brusseis between Bulgaria, Greace
and the European Commission on 25 March 1994, For
those projects that both sides expressed a favourable opi-
nion and were subsequently endorsed for financial support
under the cross-border cooperation scheme, the respective
project identification sheets are attached as Annex { to the
present minutes.

The Greek delegation was headed by mr. George Agrafio-
tis, Director for the relations of Greece with the Countries of
Central and Eastern Europe and the CIS at the Ministry of
National Economy.

The Bulgarian delegation was headed by Mr. Emil Gora-
nov - Chief Advisor to the Council of Ministers.

The Secretary General of Bilaterat Economic Relations at
the Ministry of National Economy mr. George Kandalepas

the session referring to the principles of cooperation
within the PHARE/INTERREG programme.

Both sides agreed that the following projects would be
submitted to the European Commission.

I. TRANSPOST

1. Reconstruction and electrification of the raiway line
Dupnitza-Kulata.

2. Upgrading of facilities at the cross-border point of Pro-
machom-Koulata: inclusing also the construction of a new
bridge next to the existing one.

a) upgrading, modemisation and reconstruction of the
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road E-79 stretching to the north of Koulata, also including
the construction of a new service road and parking places at
the Kulata Bulgarian border check point.

b) Upgrading and modemisation of the road E-79 stretch-
ing to the south of Promachon.

H. ENERGY

1. The Greek side accepted the project for construction of
an installation for cementing and disposal pond for long-
term conservation of low-and middle-radioactive wastes
{Nuclear Power Kosioduy). The Bulgarian side promissed to
provide full description of the project through diplomatic
channels to tha GreekK side.

2. The two sides discussed the additional hardware and
software equipment outfit needed 1o improve the voice ex-
change and introduce data exchange betwaen tha dispatch-
ing centers of National Electric Company of Bulgaria (NEC)
and Public Power Corporation of Greece (PPC). This will fa-
cilitate the cooperation of the Bulgarian Power System with
the Greek one in the frame of the foreseen synchronous and
paraliel operation of the Bulgarian Power System within
UCPTE.

The representatives of the two countries exchanged
ideas and decided to formulate a common text atiached
(Annex H), conceming a feasibility study, which will be
submitted for implementation under th PHARE INTERREG
initative. The above project is of common interest and wil
improve substantially the joint operation of the Greek and
Bulgarian power systems.

3. The Bulgarian side, also, proposed that the transit gas
infrastructure project within the Buigarian territory connec-
ted to the Russian-Greek Gas Supply contract, be submit-
ted to the EU for financing through the Phare-Interreg prog-
ramme,

The Greei side requested that substantiated detailed in-
formation in conjuncion with the current status of the said in-
frastructure be provided, along with its new completion ti-
rmeschedule versus the original one.

The Bulgarian side, undertook the obligation to abide mth
the Greek side’s request.

The Greek side will assess all pertinent data and will res-
pond accordingly as soon as possible.

L. ENVIRONMENT AND WATER-SUPPLY SYSTEMS

. Concemning the sectors on environment and water-
resources, both parties agreed with the Bulgarian draft pro-
ject proposals as follows:

a) Water resources

1. Construction of the water dam «Plovdivzis in the Rudo-
Zem region. _

2. Drink-water supply system for the tourist rasort of
Pamporovo.

3. Drink-water supply system for the town of Sandanski.

b) Environment

projects discussed and accepted by both sides are as fol-
lows:

1. Waste-water treatment plant (WWTP) for the town of
Stara Zagora,

2. WWTP for the town of Haskovo.

3. WWTP for the town of Dimitrovgrad.

The Greek delegation proposed additional projects to be
included in the above mentioned three projects. These are
as follows:

1. Monitoring system as stipulated in the joint Protocol of-
ficially singed by both sides on 1.11.1891.

2. Project for Arda river.

3. Project for «Luda reka» (Erithropotamos).

The Bulgarian delegation accepted the Greek proposals,
taking into consideration the attached project identification
sheets and budgets for each of the above additional pro-
jects presented by the Greek side {Annex Hl).

V. TELECOMMUNICATIONS

The Greek side said that the project proposed by Bulgaria
entitled «Expansion of the Sofia-Petrich microwave links
should receive further clarifications at experts’ level.

The Greek side proposed an alternative project, to be
brought to the attention of the Bulgarian experts. The pro-
joct description and relative budget proposals together with
relevant questions and comments about the Thessaloniki/
Petrich/Sofia link, are attached to these minutes (Annex IV},

V. The Greek side stressed the need for the anti errosion
protection works to be undertaken upstream of the borders
in the catchment of Strymon river and further refetred to so-
lid material in suspension, entering and being deposited in
the reservoir of lake Kerkini, a bictope protected under
Ramsar convention.

The Greek side underligned the importance of this issue
and expressed its desire for appropriate studies to be eiabo-
rated by the Bulgarian side in 1994, so that pertinent pro-
Jects could be identified and financed under the 1995 PHA-
RE/INTERREG initiative.

The Bulgarian side will consider the Greek request.

The Bulgarian side proposed that an Indicative Mid-term
Programme for crossborder cooperation and partnership
between Bulgaria and Greece he established within the
PHARE/INTERREG initiative.

The Greek side took note of the proposed programme
and would provide its comiments additionally.
