TO THE ANNEX OF THE PROTOCOL OF 1978 RELATING TO THE
INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION FOR THE PREVENTION OF POLLUTION FROM
SHIPS, 1973

(Revised Anmex [V of MARPOL 73/78)
THE MARINE ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION COMMITTEE,

RECALLING Article 38(a) of the Convention on te Imemational Masitime Urganization
concerning the functions of the Marine Environment Protection Committee (the Committee)
conferred upon it by international conventions for the prevention and control of marine poliution,

NOTING article 16 of the International Convention for the Prevention of Pallution from Ships,
1973 (hercinafter referred to as the “1973 Convention™) amd article VI of the Protocol of 1978
relating to the international Convention for the Prevention of Pollution from Ships, 1973 (hereinafier
referred 10 as the “1978 Protocol™) which topether specify the amendment procedure of the 1978
Protocol and confer upon the appropriate body of the Organization the function of considering and
adopting amendments wo the 1573 Convention, as modified by the 1978 Prowcol (MARPOL 73/78),

HAVING CONSIDERED the revised Annex 1V of MARPOL 73/78,

ADOPTS, in accoidance with article 16(2)d) of the 1973 Convention. the revised
Annex [V of MARPOL 73/78. the text of which is set oul at annex 1o the present resolution:

DETERMINES. in accordance with article 16{2{¥iii) of the 1973 Convention, that the
revised Annex |V shall be decmed 10 have been accepted on | February 2005, anless, prior to
that date, not less than one third of the Parties to MARPOL 73/78 or by the Parties the combined
merehant flests of which constitute not less than 50 per cent of the gross tonnage of the world's
merchant fleet, have notified 1o the Organization their objections to the amendments;
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= INVITES Parties to MARPOL 73/78 10 note that, in accordance with article 16(2){g)(ii)
of the 1973 Convention, rhe said amendments shafl enter into force on 1 August 2005 upan their
acceptance in accordance with paragraph 2 above;

REQUESTS the Secretary-General, in conformity with article 16{2e) of the 1973

Convention, 1o transmit to all Parties to MARPOL 73/78 certified copics of the present resolution
and the text of the amendments contained in the annex;

REQUESTS FURTHER the Secretary-General to transmit copies of this resolution and
its annex to Members of the Organization which are not Parties to MARPOL 73/78.

REGULATIONS FOR THE PREVENTION OF POLLUTION BY
SEWAGE FROM SHIPS

Chapter 1  General
Regulation 1
Definitions
For the purposes of this Annex:
1 “New ship™ means = ship:
o for which the building contract is placed, or in the shsence of a building contract,
the keel of which is Inid. or which is af a similar stage of construction, on or afier the
date of entry into force of this Annex; or

.2 the delivery of which is three years or more after the date of entry into force of
this Annex.

2 “Existing ship” means a ship which is not a new ship.
3 “Sewage” means:
. drainage and other wastes from any form of 1oilets and vrinais;

2  drainage from medical premises (dispensary, sick bay, etc.) via wash basins, wash tubs
+ and scuppers located in such premises;

.3 drainage from spaces containing living animals; or
4 other waste waters when mixed with the drainages defined above.
4 “Holding tank™ means a tank used for the collection and storage of sewage.

“Nearest Land™. The term “from the nearest land™ means from the baseline from which the
territorial sea of the temritory in question is established in accordance with international lew except
that. for the purposes of the present Convention “from the nearest land™ off the north eastern coast
of Australia shall mean from a ling drawn from a pomnt on the coast of Australia in:

Regulation 2
Apolicats

1 The provisions of this Annex shall apply 1o the following ships engaged in international
voyages:

o | new ships of 400 gross tonnage and above; and

2 ncw ships of less than 400 gross tonnage which are cerntified to carry more
than 15 persons; and

3 existing ships of 400 gross tonnage and above, five years aficr the date of entry mio
force of this Annex; and

4 existing ships of less than 400 gross tonnage which are certified to carry more than
15 persons, five years afier the date of entry into force of this Annex,

The Administration shall ensure that existing ships, according to subparagraphs 1.3 and
1.4 of this regulation, the keels of which are laid or which are of a similar stage of construction
before 2 October 1983 shall be equipped, as far as practicable, o discharge sewage in accordance

with the requirements of régulation 11 of the Annex.
Regularion 3
Exceptions

1 Regulation |1 of this Annex shall not apply 1o:

| the discharge of sewage from a ship necessary for the purpose of securing the
safety of a ship and those on board or saving life at sea; or
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2 the discharge of scwage resulting from damage w a ship or its equipment if all
reasonable precautions have been taken before and after the occurrence of the

damage, for the purpose of preventing or minimizing the discharge.

Chapter 2 Surveys and certification
Regulation 4

Surveys
1 Every ship which, in accordance with regulation 2, is required to comply with the
Fo-.-;gmns.ot'ﬂns Annex shall be subject to the surveys specified below:

.1 An initial survey before the ship is put in service or before the Certificate required
under regulation 5 of this Annex is issued for the first time, which shall include a
complete survey of ils structure, equipment, systems, fittings, arrangements and
material in so far as the ship is covered by this Annex. This survey shall be such
as to ensure that the structure, equipment, systems, fittings. arrangements and
material fully comply with the applicable requirements of this Annex.

2 A renewal survey at imtervals specified by the Administration, but not
exceeding five years, except where regulation 8.2, 8.5, 8.6 or 8.7 of this Annex is
spplicable. The renewsl survey shall be soch as to ensure thar the structure,
egquipment, systems, fittings, arrangements and material fully comply with
applicable requirememts of this Annex.

.3 An additional survey either general or partial, according to the circumstances,
shall be made after a repair resulting from investigations prescribed in peragraph 4
of this regulation, or whenever any important repairs or rencwals are made. The
survey shail be such a5 to ensure that the necessary repairs or rencwals have been
cffectively made, that the material and workmanship of such repairs or renewals
are in all respects satisfactory and that the ship complies in all respects with the
requirements of this Annex.
2 The Administration shall establish appropriate measures for ships which are not subject to
the provisions of paragraph | of this regulation in order to ensure that the applicable provisions
of this Annex are complied with,

3. Surveys of ships as regards the enforcement of the provisions of this Ansex shall be
carried out by officers of the Administration. The Administration may, however, entrust the
surveys cither 10 surveyors nominated for the purpose or to organizations recognized by it.

4, An Administration nominating surveyers or recognizing organizations to conduct surveys
ac set forth in paragraph 3 of this regulation shail, as 2 minimum. cmpower any nominated
surveyor or recognized organization to:

B | require repairs to a ship; and

3 carry out surveys if requested by the appropriate authorities of a Port Stme.
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The Administration shall notify the Organization of the specific responsibilities and conditions of
the authority delegated to the nominated surveyors or recognized organizations, for cinrnlstion to
Parties to the present Convention for the information of their afficers.

5 When a nominated surveyor or recognized organization determines that the condition of
the ship or its equipment does not correspond substantially with the particulars of the Certificate
or is such that the ship is not fit 10 proceed to sea without presenting an unrcasonable threat of
harm to the marine énvironment, such surveyor or organization shall immediately ensure that
corrective action is taken and shall in due course notify the Administration. If such comective
action 15 not taken the Certificate should be withdrawn and the Administration shall be notified
immediately and if the ship is in & port of another Party, the appropriate authorities of the Porn
State shall also be notified immediately. When an officer of the Administration, a nominated
surveyor of recognized organization has notified the appropriate authorities of the Port State, the
Government of the Pert State concerned shall give such officer, survevor or organization any
necessary assistance to carry owt their obligations under this regulation. When applicable, the
Government of the Pornt State concerned shall take such steps as will ensure that the ship shall not
sail until it can proceed 1o sea or leave the pom for the purpose of proceeding to the nearest
appopriate repair yard available withowt presenting an unreasonable threat of harm to the marine
environment.

1] In every case, the Administration concemned shall fully guarantes the completeness and
efficiency of the survey and shall undertake to ensure the necessary arrzngements w satisfy this
Bbw Hon.

7 The condition of the ship and its cquipment shall be muointained to conform with the

provisions of the presemt Convention to ensure that the ship in all respects will remain fit o
proceed 1o sea without presenting an unreasonable threat of harm to the marine environment

8 After any survey of the ship under paragraph | of this regulation has been completed, no
change shall be made in the structore, qmpmeﬂ,mﬁmmmmuormttrml
covered by the survey, without the sanction of the Administration, except the direct replacement of
such equipment and fitings.

9  Whenever an accident occurs to a ship or a defect is discovered which substantially affects
the imtegrity of the ship or the efficiency or completeness of its equipment covered by this Annex
the master or owner of the ship shall mpaﬂuﬂ::uﬂuﬂommmtytolhtﬁnﬁnmiﬂlm
the recognized organization or the nominated surveyor responsible for issuing-the relevant
Certificate, who shall cause investigations to be initiated to detérmine whether a survey as
required by paragraph 1 of this regulation is necessary. If the ship is in a port of another Party, the
master or owner shall also report immediately to the appropriate suthoritics of the Port State and the
nominated survevor or recognized organization shall ascenain that such report has been made.

Regulation $
Issue or Endorsement of Certificate

1 An international Sewage Pollution Prevention Cenificate shall be issued, afier an initial

or renewal survey in accordance with the provisions of regulation 4 of this Aanex to any ship
which is engaged in voyages to ports or offshore terminals under the jurisdiction of other Parties o
the Convention. In the case of existing ships this requirement shall apply five vears afier the date
of eniry imo force of this Annex.
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2 Such Certificate shall be issued or endorsed either by the Administration or by any
" persons or organization” duly asthorized by it ln every case the Administration sssumes full
responsibility for the Certificate.

Regulation &
Issoe or Endorsement of a Centificate by another Government

1 The Government of a Party to the Convention may, at the request of the Administration,
cause o ship 1o be surveyed, and. if satisficd that the provisions of this Annex an complied with,
shall izsne or suthorize the jssue of an [=temnational Sewsge Pollution Prevenstion Cenificate o the
ship, and where appropriste, endorse or authorize the endorsement of that Certificsie on the ship
in sccordance with this Annex.

2 A copy of the Certificate snd 8 copy of the Survey repont shall be transmined &5 soon ==
poswble 0 the Adminisration requesting the survey.

3 A Certificate =o i d shall = i to the effect that it his besn Heued =t the
mﬁum-ﬂn“hﬁﬂ:“mﬂmhnmn
the Centificate issued under regulation 5 of this Annex.

4 Mo Intermational Sewage Poliution Prevention Certificate shall be issued to a ship which is
entitled to fly the flag of a State, which is not a Party.

Regulation T
Form of Certificatc
The [nternational Sewage Pollution Prevention Certificate shail be drawn up in the form
o the model given in the Appendix to this Aznex and shall be at least in English,
French or Spenish. [f an official language of the issuing country is also used, this shall prevail in
case of a dispute or discrepancy.
Regulation §
Duration and vahdity” of Cenificae
1 An [nternational Sewage Pollution Prevention Certificate shall be issuved for a period
specified by the Administration which shall not exceed five years.
2 1 Norwithstanding the requirements of paragraph | of this regulation, when the
rencwal survey is completed within three months before the expiry date of the existing

Centificate. the néw Certificate shall be valid from the date of completion of the
renewnl survey 1o & date not exceeding five years from the dute of expiry of the existing
Cerificaie.

When the renewal survey is completed after the expiry dote of the existing
Cemificate, the new Certificate shall be valid from the date of completion of the renewal
survcy 10 a deic not excecding five yoars from the daic of expiry of the cxisting
Cerificate.

3 if a Centificate is issued for a period of less than five years, the Administration may
exiend the validity of the Centificate beyond the expiry date 1o the maximum period specified in
paragraph | of this regulation

< If a remewal survey has been completed and & new Certificate cannot be issued or placed
on board the ship before the expiry date of the existing Certificate, the person or organization
authorized by the Administration may endorse the existing Certificate and such a Certificate shall be
accepted as valid for a further period which shall not exceed five months from the expiry date.

§ If a ship at the time when a Certificate expires is not in a port in which it is 1o be
surveyed, the Administration may extend the period of validity of the Certificate but this
extension shall be granted only for the purpose of allowing the ship 1o complete its voyage to the
port in which it i 10 be surveyed and then only in cases where it appears proper and reasonable
w0 do so. No Certificate shall be extended for a period longer than three months, and a ship 10
which an extension is granted shall not, on its arrival in the port in which it is to be surveyed, be
entitled by virtue of such extension to leave that port without having a new Certificate. When the
renewal survey is completed, the new Certificate shall be valid to & date not exceeding five years
from the date of expiry of the existing Certificate before the extension was granted.

6 A Certificate issued 1o a ship engaged on shon voyages which has not been extended
under the foregoing provisions of this regulation may be extended by the Administration for a
period of grace of up 10 one month from the date of expiry stated on it When the renewal survey
is compleéted, the new Certificate shall be valid to a date not exceeding five vears from the date of
expiry of the existing Certificate before the extension was granted.

7 In special circumstances, as determined by the Administration, 2 new Cerificate need not be
dated from the date of expiry of the existing Certificate as required by paragraph 22 5 or 6 of this
reguiation. In these special circumstances, the new Cermificae shall be valid 0 a dute Dot
exceeding five years from the date of completion of the renewal survey.

8 A Certificate isswed under regulation 5 or 6 of this Annex shall cease to be valid in either of
the following cascs:

.1 if the relevant surveys are not completed within the periods specified under
regulation 4.1 of this Annex; or

.1 upon transfer of the ship to the flag of another State. A new Cenificate shall only
be issucd when the Government issuing the new Certificate is fully satisfied that the
ship is in compliance with the requirements of regulations 4.7 and 4.8 of this Annex.
In the case of a transfer between Parties. if requested within 3 months after the transfer
has mken place. the Government of the Party whose flag the ship was formerly
entitled to fly shall, 25 soon &= possible, transmit to the Administration copies of the
Certificate carried by the ship before the transfer and. if available. copies of the
relevant survey reports,

Regulation 9
Sewsgre Sysicms

1 Every ship which, in accordance with regulation 2, is required to comply with the
provisions of this Aanex, shall be equipped with one of the following sewage systems:

1 2 sewage weatmeni plant which shall be of a type approved by the Administration,
taking intoe account the standards and test methods developed by the
Organization”, or

fr 2 a sewage comminuting and disinfecting system approved by the Administration.
Such system shall be fitted with facilitics to the satisfaction of the Administ=tion, for
the temporary storage of sewage when the ship is jess than 3 nautical miles from the
nearest land, or

3 =2 holding tank of the capacity io the satisfaction of the Administration for the
retention of all sewage, having regard to the operation of the ship, the number of
persons on board and other relevam factors. The holding tank shall be constructed to
the satisfaction of the Administration and shall have a means o indicate visually
the amoumnt of ils contents.

Regulation 10
Standard Discharge Connections
1 To enable pipes of reception facilities v be comnected with the ship’s discharge pipeline,
both lines shall be fitted with a standard discharge connection in sccordance with the following
tabie:

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For ships having a moulded depth of 5 metrcs and less, the inner diameter of the duwhurp
connection may be 38 millimetres.

2. For ships in dedicated trades, i.e. passenger ferries. alternatively the ship’s discharge
pipeline may be firted with a discharge connection which can be accepted by the Administration,
such 8¢ quick connection couplings.

Regulation 11
Discharge of Scwage

1 Subject to the provisions of regulation 3 of this Annex, the discharge of sewage into the

1 the ship is discharging comminuted and disinfected scwage using a sysiem
approved by the Administration in accordance with regulation 9.1.2 of this Annex at a
distance of more than 3 nautical miles from the nearest land, or sewage which is not
comminutad or disinfected at a distance of more than 12 nautical miles from the nearest
land, provided that in any case, the sewage that has been stored in holding tanks shall
not be discharged instantancously but at a moderate mate when the ship is en route and
proceeding ar not less than 4 knots; the rate of discharge shall be approved by the
Administration based upon standards developed by the Organization; or

2 the ship has in operation an approved sewage treatment plant which has been
certified by the Administration to meet the operational requiremems referred to in
regulation 9.1.1 of this Annex, and

A the test results of the plant are laid down in the ship's International Sewage
Pollution Prevention Cermificate; and

o additionally, the effluent shall not produce visible floating solids nor cause
discoloration of the surrounding water.

2 The provisions of paragraph | shall mot apply to ships operating in the waters under the
jurisdiction of a State and visiting ships from other States while they are in these waters and arc

discharging sewnge in accordance with such less siringemt requirements 25 may be imposed bv
such State.

3 When the sewage is mixed with wastes or waste water covered by other Annexes of

MARPOL 73/78, the requirements of those Annexes shall be complied with in addition to the
requirements of this Annex.

Chapter 4 Reception facilities
Regulation 12
1 The Government of each Party to the Convention, which requires ships operating in

waters under its jurisdiction and visiting ships while in its waters to comply with the
requirements of regulation 11.1. ondertakes 1o ensure the provision of facilities &t ports and
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terminals of the reception of sewage, without causing delay to ships, adequate 10 meet the needs
- of the ships using them.

2, The Government of each Pary shall notify the Organiration for transmission to the
Contracting Governments concerned of all cases where the facilities provided under this
regulation are alleged to be inadequate.
