Short ttle. 1. ‘'This Ordinance may be cited as the
WILD ANIMALS AND BIRDS (SANCYUARY) ORDINANCE.

Intecprota- 2. In this Ordinance the expression “firearm ™ ineludes
Uon. an aiv-gun or any other Kind of gun from which any shot,
bullet or other missile can be discharged.

Oftences. 4. Subject as hereinafter mentioned, any person who

shall in the Grand Elang Forest Rescrve —

(@) kill, wound or take, or atlempl to kill, wound er
lake any wild animal or bird; or

(D) sel any snare or trap for the capture of any wild
animal ov bird ; or

(¢) earry any f{lrearm;
shall be guilty of an offence against this Ordinance :
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Provided that no prosecution under parvagraph (e) of this
section shall be instituted without the previous sanction of
the Attorney General.

5. (1) Any person who shall, in any part of the Colony,
kill, wound or take, or attempt to kill, wound or take, or have
in his possession any animal known as the Agouti or “Gouli,

(Dasyprocta albida), shall bHe puilty of an offence apgainst this
Ordinance,

(2) Any person who shall in any Forest Reserve in the
Colony kill, wound or take, or altempl to kill, wound or lake,
or have in his possession any animal known as the Tatou oy
Nine-banded Armadillo, (Dasypus novemeinctus hoplites), ov
any of the snakes specified in the Schedule hereto, shall be
pguilty of an offence against this Ordinance. '

(3) 'This section shall have effect only for a period of
stx years from the first day of January, nineteen hundred
and §fifby-saven.. )

6. Notwithstanding anything in sections 4 and 5 of this
Ordinance, the Governor in Counecil may, by writing under his
hand, for suech time and subject o such conditions as he
thinks fit, anthorize any person either for scientifie purposes
or for the purpose of reducing the number of wild anbuals,
birds or snakes in the Grand Ftang FPorest Reserve or.in any
other Forest Reserve in the Colony, to carry firearms, Lo set
snares and traps and to kill or take any animal or bird, or
any of the snakes specified in the Sehedute herelo. '

7.  Auny person who is puilly of an offence against this
Ordinance shall be linble on summary conviction {o a
fine not exceeding forty-eight dollars, and, in the case of a
seeond or any subsequent offence, in addition lo such fine, to
imprisonment for a term not exceeding three months.

8. Where any person is convicled of an offence against
this Ordinance, the Court may, in addition to any penally
that may be imposed, order any firearm, snave, ot frap used
by sueh person in the commission of the offence to be forfeited.
