1. This Act may be cited as the Law Reform (Protecticn
and Enforcement of Public Rights)} Act.

2.—(1} Notwithstanding any provision in any enactment
or any rule of law, a person may, in the public interest and
without the consent of the Attorney-General, make an ap-
plication to the Supreme Court for the protection and
enforcement of public rights.

(2} An application under subsection (1) shall not be
made unless leave of the Supreme Court has been obtained
in accordance with rules of court; and the Court shall not
grant leave to make such an application unless it considers
that the applicant has a sufficient interest in the maiter to
which the application relates.
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
