2.-(1) The marks designated as No. 1 and No. 2 in the Schedule Schedule. 

shall he the standard marks to be used in relation to commodities which 
conform to a !!ltandard specification to distinguish them from other 
commodities which do not conform to that specification. 

(2) A person who holds a valid licence to use a standard mark 
in connection with any commodity may elect to use either the standard 
mark designated as No. 1 in the Schedule or the standard mark de­
signated as No. 2 in the Schedule. 

3. The mark designated as No. 3 in ithe Schedule shall be the stand­
ard mark to he used in relation to processes and practices which con­
form to a standard specification to distinguish them from other pro­
cesses and practices which do not conform to that specification.
