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PROVISION

On the Order of Establishing and Abolishing a Quarantine If Infectious Diseases
Occur

1. In accordance with the Article 16 of the Law of the Kyrgyz Republic "On Veterinary"
with the view to prevent further spreading of infectious animal diseases the following
system of quarantine measures is established:

2. A quarartire s eqabieshed if the following infectious diseases occur: foot-and-mouth
disease, anthrax, plague, epidemic pneumonia, emphysematous carbuncle, contagious
pleuropneumonia, cattle encephalopathy, glanders, epizootic lymphangitis, infectious
anaemia, encephalomyelitis, infective catarrh (influenza), African horse plague, classical
plague, African swine fever, sheeppox, infectious goat pleuropneumonia, Newcasie
disease, influenza, pasteurellosis, smalipox-diphtheria, mycoplasmosis, inclusion body
hepatitis, red rot, branchiomycosis, fisrunculosis, infectious anaemia of trout.

The State Veterinary Department at the Ministry of Agriculture and Water Resources of
the Kyrgyz Republic can make changes and addendum into the above list of diseases.

3. If infectious diseases of animals are revealed (including poultry, fur-bearing animals,
fishes and bees) those households, flocks, herds, farms, ponds, bee-gardens, livestock
farms, poultry farms, breeding plants, hippodromes, procurement bodies, other paints,
which keep animals, storc or process livestock products, will be announced as bad in
respect of the disease and the relevant regtrietions re cattle movement, import and export
of livestock products will be implemented, and if the diseases identified in the list in the
Paragraph 2 of the Provision are revealed, the quarantine will be established.

When and where necessary railway stations, ports, airports, populated areas, including
citics, rayons, numbers of rayons, oblast will be announced as bad in respect of an
infectious animal disease and quarantined.

Once a foot-and-mouth diseasc, anthrax, cattle plaguc, camel plaguc, classical swine fever,
Newcastle disease occur, a threatened area will be established around a quarantined point
after the state veterinary notice.



If the amimals (poultry and catle) infected with the disease listed above are revealed at a
processing enterprise, due to the instruction of the State Veterinary Inspector-in-Chief of
the region (city) the veterinary and sanitary restrictions will be implemented for the period
required for its eradication and other measures to be taken at the enterprise in accordance
with the instruction in force on the disease control.

According to the decision of local rayon (city) state administrations after the state rayon
(city) veterinary inspector-inchief notice to be forwarded to the State Oblast
Administration within a day some households, flocks, herds, farms, ponds, bee-gardens,
livestock farms, poultry farms, breeding plants, hippodromes, procurement points,
villages, settlements, rayon towns will be announced as bad in respect of the infectious
animal discase and quarautined.

According to the decision of local oblast state administration after the state oblast
veterinary inspector-in-chief notice to be forwarded to the Government of the Kyrgyz
Republic within a day some oblast towns, number of rayons of the oblast will be
announced as bad in respect of the infectious animal disease and quarantined.

According to the decision of the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic after the state
veterinary inspector-in-chief of the Kyrgyz Republic an oblast or a number of oblasts will
be bad in respect of the infectious disease and quarantined.

According to the decision of rayon (city) state administration and their territorial
subordination after the rayon (city) state veterinary inspector-in-chief notice to be
forwarded to the higher officials within a day the raiiway stations, ports, airporis will be
announced as bad in respect of the infectious animal disease and quarantined.

When and where necessary and in accordance with the decision of the Government of the
Kyrgyz Republic after the state veterinary inspector-in-chief of the Kyrgyz Republic notice
the railway stations of the cities of Bishkek, Kara-Suu and Jalal-Abad, airports MANAS
and of the city of Osh will be quarantined.

Bhe threatened zone in respect of the cases of infectious discasc will established in the
same order.

4. When the quarditine s established, the general regigiclive, vetesinasy and sanitary
measures will be implemented prohibiting the following:

- animal iransportation through the territory being in guarantine, imports to the territory,
exports of susceptible animals to the disease (unsusceptible ones in some cases) from the
territory;

- livestock products procurement, hay, straw, other fodder harvesting in cases foreseen by
the relevant Rules (instructions) on disease control;



- joint grazing, watering and other contact between infected and sound animals, the
animals being kept in barns are prohibited to leave them not to spread the disease;

- re-grouping of animals in the farm without & special veterinarian's permit;

- to hold fairs, bazaars, shows of animals and in some cases to sell livestock products and
vegetables as identified by the State Veterinary Department at the Ministry of Agriculture
and Water Resources of the Kyrgyz Republic;

4.1. When the quarantive is established the following meacires will be taken:
- liquidation or utilization (depending on the disease) of animal carcasses;

- hquidation or desinfection of manure, litter, fodder residues from infected and
suspicious animals;,

- arestrictive access of people to livestock barns, herds, flocks, etc.;
- internation of the service staff (when necessary) in the large livestock farms;

-~ systematic desinfection of overalls and shoes, implements and other equipment of the
working staff.

5. The order of taking protection and yuarantine, other veterinary and sanitary measures
on the quarantined territory and restrictive and preventive measures in the threatened zone
will be determined by the instructions to control the infectious animal diseases occurred
depending on their peculiarities and effecting on the decision to establish a quarantine or
not.

6. While quarantining a railway station, airport, port or a farm, populated arca located
within the radius of 10 km from these points loading or unloading of animals, meat, other
products, forage, products of animal origin will be stopped in cases foreseen by the
particular disease control instruction. The bodies conducting a veterinary and sanitary
supervision will inform all the related institutions, organizations and departments.

The relevant transport or a territorial state veterinary service (if there is no transport one)
together with the management of the railway station, port, airport being within the
quarantined territory will be obliged to take veterinary and sanitary measures to prevent
the spreading of the infectious disease during the quarantine period.

7. On the basis of the decision of the body established the quarantine the owners of
animals and enterprises will put the notification signs indicating detour roads and sentry
posts on the quarantined territory and in the threatened zone.



8. The managers of farms, enterprises, owners of animals, local authorities, Ministry of
Agriculture and Water Resources, other relevant ministries and departments will be
responsible for observing the quarantine rules and taking measures to eradicate the
infectious disease.

9. The quarantine will be abolished in case of total blockade of disease among animals
and all necessary veterinary and sanitary measures taken in farms, households, enterprises
and after the expire date determined by the relevant infectious disease control instruction.

The bodies established the quarantine (a threatened zone) will abolish the quarantine
(abolish & decision on establishing the threatened zone) after the relevant veterinary notice.

10. The state veterinary inspectors of rayons, (cities), oblasts, Kyrgyz Republic will
control within the their responsibilities the promptitude and regularity of proposals of the
veterinary authorities on the quarantine (a threatened zone) to be established, observation
of the quarantine rules, administration of restrictive and preventive measures in the
threatened zones and the promptitude of the quarantine abolishment (abolishment of the
decision on establishing the threatened zone).

11. In accordance with the Article 2 of the Laws of the Republic of Kyrgyzstan “On
Veterinary” the Provision is bound to be executed by all ministries, enterprises,
organizations not depending on their subordination and property forms, as well as by
officials and citizens.
