Proclamation of Monuments, Relics, Fauna and Flora

In exercise of the powers conferred on me by the provisions of
section 8 of the Historical Monuments, Relics, Fauna and Flora Act,
1967, I,

Anthony C. Manyeli
Minister of Education hereby proclaim the following to be

Monuments
1. The rock painting site Ha Khotso, Maseru District..
2. The deposits of petrified wood on the top and slopes of

Thaba-TSoeu, Mohale's Hoek District.
3. The fossilbed and fossil footprint site of Maphutseng,

Mchale's Hoek District.
4. The fossil footprint site of Moyeni, Quthing District.
5. The nature reserve, archaelogical site and cave house of

Maeitise Seqhobo, Quthing District.
6. The top of Thaba Bosiu Fotress, Maseru District, taking inso

due cognizance the full rights and traditions of the Basotho
chiefs and people.

7. Major Bell's Tower at Hlotse, Leribe District.
8. The remains of the Fort at Fort Hartley, Quthing District.
9. The top of the Mount Moorosi Fortress, Quthing District.

Relics

1. AU engravings and paintings on stone, commonly known as
Bushman paintings/litsoantso tsa Barca.

2. All fossil footprints and other markings, commonly known
as dinossaur footprints/mehato ea liphoofolo tsa khale e se­
