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Chapter 1 General Principles

Articlel1

This Act is formulated to prevent harm from envimmental agents, preserve human health, and
protect the environment.

Article 2
“Competent authority” as referred to in this Act ane the Environmental Protection
Administration, Executive Yuan, at the central goweent level, the municipal government in special
municipalities and the county or city governmentaunties or cities.

Article3
Terms used in this Act are defined as follows.

l. Planning, drafting, supervision and implementatmhnational environmental agents control
policies, programs and plans

Il. Implementation, drafting, deliberation and intetpt®n of environmental agents control laws and
regulations

[ll. Environmental agents control research, developredtpublic awareness

IV. Training and management of national environmergahts control personnel

V. Supervision of national environmental agents contark

VI. Coordination or implementation of national enviremtal agents control work
VII. International cooperation and technology exchangése area of environmental agents control
VIIIl. Other national environmental agents control matters

Article4
The responsibilities of special municipality, copand city competent authorities are as follows:

l. Planning and implementation of environmental ageotstrol action programs and plans under
jurisdiction.

Il. Implementation of environmental agents control land regulations, and drafting, interpretation
and implementation of environmental agents cormdnes and regulations under jurisdiction.

[ll. Environmental agents control research, developrwedtpublic awareness.
IV. Environmental agents control statistics compilaton reporting tasks under jurisdiction.
V. Other environmental agents control matters undediction.

Articleb
The terms used in this Act are defined as follows.

l. “Environmental agents” means the following typescbémical agents or microbial preparations

used for environmental sanitation and pollutiontoaln and which are distinguished as technical
grade environmental agents, general use enviror@nagents, and restricted use environmental
agents in accordance with use concentration andadetf use:

1. Pesticides, miticides, rodenticides, bactericidegficides used for environmental sanitation,
and other chemical agents used against organigor®urs to environmental sanitation.

2. Synthetic chemical agents used to prevent air,watesoil pollution, or treat waste, and that
have been officially announced by the central cdemgeauthority.

3. Microbial preparations produced from natural oifiarélly-modified microbe organisms or
their metabolic products, and used to control allytion, water pollution, or soil pollution,
treat waste, or control environmental sanitatisedse vectors.

4. Other environmental agents officially announced dedignated by the central competent
authority.

. “Technical grade environmental agents” means acteenponent raw materials used to

manufacture or process general use environmergakagnd restricted use environmental agents.

. “General use environmental agents” means those@maental agents that are used in a simple

manner, are manufactured or processed from tedhgriade environmental agents, and contain
amounts of active components within the limits deated and officially announced by the central
competent authority.

“Restricted use environmental agents” means thogeamental agents that are manufactured or
processed from technical grade environmental agendsshall be used in conjunction with safety
protection measures, or other chemical agents miEsd by the central competent authority.

“Environmental agent manufacturing enterprises” msedhose enterprises engaged in the
manufacture, processing, or packaging of environateagents, the export, wholesale, or retail
sales of self-produced products, and the importeshnical grade environmental agents for
self-use.

“Environmental agent vendors” means those enteapresngaged in the import, export, wholesale,
and retail sale of environmental agents. Howeves, term does not include wholesale suppliers
and retailers of general use environmental agents.

“Pest control operators” means those enterprisgggad in the control of pests and disease
vectors such as insects, mites, and rodents, dlisinfection for environmental and sanititary
purposes.

Unless other regulations of this Act apply, thosgi®nmental agents manufacturing enterprises

referred to in Subparagraph 5 of the foregoing grash that are engaged in the export, wholesale, or
retail sale of self-made products shall be subjectelevant regulations for environmental agents
vendors.

Article6

The counterfeit environmental agents referred tthis Act mean those environmental agents to

which one of the following circumstances apply:

Unauthorized manufacturing, processing or importtheut central competent authority
authorization.

. Contains intermixed domestic and foreign productsnotual substituted domestic and foreign

products without change of packaging.

. Alteration or change of validity period markings.

The active components are not consistent with aygoldems.
The validity period labeling referred to Subpargiyad of the foregoing paragraph means

manufacturing dates, batch numbers and expirattesdstated on the labels of environmental agents.



Article7
The prohibited environmental agents referred tthis Act mean environmental agents containing
components whose manufacture, processing, impqrgre sale, or use has been officially announced
as prohibited by the central competent authority.

Article 8
The inferior quality environmental agents refertedn this Act mean those environmental agents
to which one of the following circumstances applies

I. The addition or modification of coloring agentsegervatives, fragrances, solvents or excipients
without central competent authority authorization.

Il. The active component content does not comply witlwable error standards.

lll. Has exceeded the validity period.

Chapter 2 Registration

Article9
Those that intend to manufacture, process, or impeovironmental agents shall apply to the
central competent authority for checking and regigin by submitting markings and a sample together
with the product’'s name, components, performandea, deey aspects of the manufacturing process,
analytical methods, toxicology report, efficacy tgmcy) report, and other relevant information or
documentation. Manufacture, processing, or impody nbegin only after the central competent
authority has issued a permit.

When an environmental agent for which a permitlteen issued in the foregoing paragraph is
general use environmental agent, the competenbaiytishall announce information including the
manufacturer or importer, product name, permit nemnbomposition, performance data, and product
markings on the Internet in order to facilitate fpuueries.

Customs shall order those persons obligated tagajo return within a limited time period any
imported environmental agents that have not redeilie central competent authority’s permission or
approval.

Passengers or service personnel on transportatdicles that import small quantitiesd o
environmental agents with themselves for persors&l are not subject to the restrictions of the
foregoing paragraph. Relevant types of environmeagents and permissible amounts shall be
determined on the basis of relevant Customs Actlagigns.

The environmental agents in the foregoing paragsdyatil be imported solely for personal use, and
may not be sold.

Article 10

The validity period of the environmental agent piimParagraph 1 of the foregoing article shall
be five years. Those who wish to continue to mastufa, process, or import an environmental agent
after permit expiration shall apply to the centrampetent authority for an extension within theiqubr
between three and six months prior to the perreiigiration. Each extension may not exceed 5 years.
The central competent authority shall determineils@ns governing application conditions, approval
or rejection, revocation, cancellation, extensimodification, issuance (replacement or renewalyl an
other binding matters.

The central competent authority may cancel the gemthe foregoing paragraph when necessary
to maintain citizens’ health or protect the envim@nt or ecology.

If an environmental agent permit has been cancglieduant to the regulations of the foregoing
paragraph, the original applicant may reapply te tentral competent authority for a permit after



submitting scientific or technical data or on-s#i@rvey results verifying that the original caude o
cancellation is no longer present.

Article11

Environmental agent vendors and pest control opesashall apply to the local competent
authority for a permit, and may engage in busiresdy after the review and approval of registration
and receipt of a license. However, those envirortateagent manufacturing enterprises that
concurrently engage in the export, wholesale, tailrsale of self-produced products, or in the imipo
of technical grade products for self-use on thegamy or factory premises stated on the environnhenta
agent permit are not required to apply for an emrimental agent vendor license. The central competen
authority shall determine regulations governing liaption conditions, procedures, approval or
rejection, revocation, cancellation, modificatiosyspension of business, resumption of business,
termination of business, and other binding matters.

When environmental agent vendor or pest controtaipes receives a permit as in the foregoing
paragraph, the competent authority shall annoumfoenation including the company name, narhe o
statutory responsible person, and permit numbéhemnternet in order to facilitate public queries.

When an environmental agent vendor or pest conpetator receives a permit as in the foregoing
paragraph, the competent authority shall annoumfoemation including the company name, name o
statutory responsible person, and permit numbehemnternet in order to facilitate public queries.

Article12
Those enterprises that hold an environmental ageahufacturing or import permit or
environmental agent vendor or pest control opelatense shall engage in approved items only.

Chapter 3 Management

Article 13
Environmental agent manufacturing enterprises sy for factory registration in accordance
with relevant regulations, and factory equipmend &ealth and safety conditions shall comply with
environmental agent factory establishment standarde central competent authority in conjunction
with the relevant industry competent authority katermine the foregoing standards.

Article14

Environmental agents manufacturing enterprises nmymanufacture or process environmental
agents using technical grade environmental agkat$iave not been checked and registered.

Article 15

Those technical grade environmental agents apprbydtie central competent authority may be
transferred.

The central competent authority shall determineliegioon condition, review, and approval
regulations.

Article 16
Environmental agent manufacturing enterprises magufacture or process environmental agents
exclusively for export in accordance with foreigaybrs’ order requirements after receiving central
competent authority approval, and the restrictioihdrticle 9, Paragraph 1 shall not apply. The cant

competent authority shall determine regulationsegowmg application conditions, review, approvall an
other binding matters.

The environmental agents approved by the centrapetent authority in the foregoing paragraph
may not be domestically sold or used for other pses.



Article17
Environmental agents manufacturing enterprises may commission the manufacturd o
environmental agents or manufacture environmergah® under commission without the approvial o
the central competent authority.

The central competent authority shall determineulegns governing application conditions,
review, approval, and other binding matters witharel to the commissioning or being commissioned
in the foregoing paragraph.

Article 18
The mixing and packaging of environmental agentg beperformed only after receiving central
competent authority approval.

The central competent authority shall determineulegns governing application conditions,
review, approval, and other binding matters witharel to the commissioning or being commissioned
in the foregoing paragraph.

“Mixing”, as mentioned in the first paragraph, meahe mixture of different components or
environmental agent products to create environnhagints; separate packaging means to change for
the purpose of sale the package capacity of amamiental agent that has been issued a permit.

The packaging of environmental agents in the fparagraph may be performed only in
environmental agents factories possessing uni@sgge form equipment.

Article19
Environmental agents manufacturing enterprisesir@mwiental agents vendors, and pest control
operator shall establish positions for professid@ehnical personnel.

The central competent authority shall determineilegns governing the number, qualifications,
training, qualifications, work responsibilities, qagsition, revocation, and cancellation of licenses
in-service training, retraining, reporting of vacas or commissioned filling of vacancies, and pothe
binding matters with regard to the professionahteécal management personnel in the foregoing
paragraph.

Article 20
Environmental agents vendors and general use emwgntal agents wholesaler suppliers and
retailers may not store or sell unmarked envirortaleagents or sell environmental agents after
opening the original packaging.

Article21
Restricted use environmental agents may be soldlyséb health/environmental protection
competent authorities or their subordinate agentimmnsed environmental agent vendors, pest contro
operators, and other buyers approved by the Igoatial municipality, county, or city competent
authority.

Restricted use environmental agents may be useslysbl health/environmental protection
competent authorities or their subordinate agentiesnsed pest control operators, and other buyers
approved by the local special municipality, coumtyity competent authority.

Article 22
The work performed by pest control operators shadet the regulations the central competent
authority. The central competent authority shatedaine regulations governing environmental agent
use safety, operations, and safeguards, trainingppfication personnel, environmental agent use,
reporting and preservation of application recoagglication plans, and other binding matters.

Article 23



Environmental agents provided exclusively for expental research, educational demonstrations,
special control projects, or for license applicatghall not be subject to the restrictions desgphat
Article 9, Paragraph 1 and Article 15 after cent@petent authority approval has been obtained. Th
central competent authority shall determine reguhat governing application conditions, review,
approval, and other binding matters.

The environmental agents approved by the centrapetent authority in the foregoing paragraph
may not be domestically sold or used for other pses.

The central competent authority may cancel its @pgdr of environmental agents in the first
paragraph for use in experimental research or éidneh demonstrations if necessary to maintain
public health or protect the environment or ecology

Article24
Environmental agents manufacturing enterprisesir@mwiental agents vendors, and pest control
operators shall record the quantities of envirortaleagents manufactured, processed, exported,
imported, sold, and used each month.

The recorded data in the foregoing paragraph $leafireserved for three years. When necessary,
the competent authority may order an enterprisaibmit said records.

Article 25
The central competent authority shall officiallynaance the allowable error margins for the
active component content of environmental agents.

Changes in the allowable error margins in the foieg paragraph shall be officially announced
six months prior to the day the changes are to ¢ffieet.

Article 26
The central competent authority shall determineules@ns governing storage, placement,
guantities, and locations of environmental agegises of environmental agents used, personnelysafet
equipment, pollution control measures, and othedibg matters.

Article 27
The prior approval of the central competent autfiois required for environmental agents
markings usage or changes.

The central competent authority shall determineilsgns governing the markings, methods, and
other binding matters in the foregoing paragraph.

Article 28
The clearance and disposal of waste environmegihta and environmental agents containers
shall be performed pursuant to the Waste DisposabAd relevant laws and regulations.

Article 29
Environmental agent microbial preparations may Iseduin ecological and water source
conservation or protection areas. The central ceemp@uthority shall determine regulations govegnin
use applications, records, and other binding nstencerning such use.

Article 30
Applications for the use of microbial organismslogir metabolic products modified by mearis o
genetic engineering or other technologies in expenital research for the purpose of developing
environmental agent microbial preparations shallniede to the central competent authority. The
central competent authority shall determine regutat governing application conditions, procedures,
emergency response, records, and other bindingraatt



Article31
If environmental agents microbial preparations ygellthe environment, or harm the ecology or
human health, the statutory responsible personctuahoperator shall promptly adopt emergency
control measures, and shall notify the local speuianicipality, county, or city competent authority
within a maximum of two hours.

Under the circumstances in the foregoing paragrépd,special municipality, county or city
competent authority may promptly prohibit handlexgivities connected with said pollution, including
manufacturing, processing, separate packagingdisignimport, export, transport, sale, storage, use
experimental research, and educational demonsiratio

Chapter 4 Checking and Interdiction

Article 32
Those enterprises that do not hold an environmegeaht permit or environmental agent vendor
or pest control operator license may not advedrsgaronmental agents.

Article 33
Environmental agents manufacturing enterprisesir@mwiental agents vendors, and pest control
operator may not overstep the content of theirstegfion, and may not publish or broadcast false,
exaggerated, or illicit advertising. The centralmpetent authority shall determine regulations
governing promotional methods in the foregoing geaph, the content of explanatory information, and
other binding matters.

Article 34

The competent authority may send personnel to eptdalic or private premises bearing
documents verifying their duties or markings pravgd sufficient identification and inspect the
circumstances of environmental agent manufactugingcessing, separate packaging, blending, sale,
storage, use, experimental research, and educldiemmnstration. In those circumstances in whieh th
personnel deem there is concern of the violatiothsf Act, environmental pollution or harm to the
ecology or human health, they may provisionallyl gea premises, which shall be put under the
safekeeping of the statutory responsible persorenMecessary, the personnel may collect samples, fo
which a receipt shall be issued, and perform tgstin

Article 35
When environmental agents or related articles lieeen sealed pursuant to the foregoing article,
the following actions shall be taken in accordawié the results of checking and testing:

l. When there is a violation of this Act, in addititm penalties designated in this Act, those sealed
environmental agents and articles that the competghority has determined to be waste shall be
disposed of pursuant to relevant waste disposalaggns.

Il. The premises shall be promptly unsealed if ther@igiolation of this Act.

Article 36
Environmental analysis and testing organizationg peform analysis and testing work pursuant
to this Act only after obtaining an approved perfrotn the central competent authority.

The environmental analysis and testing organizatidhe foregoing paragraph shall perform kvor
consistent with the testing and analysis categanmegs permit. The central competent authorityllsha
determine regulations governing the organizationsgiuired conditions and facilities; license
application, review procedures, issuance (replaogmesvocation, and cancellation; suspension and
resumption of business; checking and evaluatiorcquores; instruments and equipment; in-service
training and technical skills assessment; blindings testing methods, quality control items, basic



quality system standards, testing report signiaga deporting, and other binding matters.

Article 37
When an environmental agent manufacturing or impenmit has been revoked pursuant to
Article 10, Paragraph 2, the enterprise engagedh& manufacture, processing, or impoft o
environmental agents shall compile a lists of gaadstock and a list of recalled on-sale goodshay t
deadline designated by the central competent atthand shall individually submit the lists to the
special municipality, county or city competent autty for inventory and future reference.

Article 38
If the competent authority discovers counterfeiparhibited environmental agents, the enterprise
engaged in the manufacture, processing, imposdatlar of the environmental agents shall be notifed
compile a list of goods in stock within seven dafshe day after receipt of the notice, and compile
list of recalled on-sale counterfeit or prohibiteaivironmental agents within 15 days of said daééd S
lists shall be individually submitted to the spécraunicipality, county or city competent authorftyr
inventory and future reference.

Article 39
If the competent authority discovers inferior gtya@nvironmental agents, the enterprise engaged
in the manufacture, processing, import, or salthefenvironmental agents shall be notified to céenpi
a list of goods in stock within seven days of tlag dfter receipt of the notice, and compile a dist
recalled on-sale inferior quality environmental @gewithin one month of said date. Said lists shall
individually submitted to the special municipalibgunty or city competent authority for inventoryda
future reference.

Article 40
The environmental agents of those environmentattageanufacturing enterprises, environmental
agent vendors, and pest control operators that t&aweinated operations, suspended operations, or
have had their permit or license revoked or caadefihall be subject to appropriate disposal. The
central competent authority shall determine thpaisal method.

Article4l
The original manufacturer, processor, importerselier shall bear the cost of the appropriate
disposal of environmental agents seized or cortiéscpursuant to this Act.

Chapter 5 Penal Provisions

Article 42
Those that manufacture, process, or import cowgitesf prohibited environmental agents thereby
causing human death shall be punished by a maxiofub® years imprisonment and may be fireed
maximum of NT$3 million; those that cause sevejarinshall be punished by a maximum of five
years imprisonment and may be fined a maximum dos2million; those that cause harm to human
health such that it leads to illness shall be phadsby a maximum of three years imprisonment and
may be fined a maximum of NT$1 million.

Article 43
Those that knowingly sell, transfer, display withe tintent of selling, store, mix, or package
counterfeit or prohibited environmental agents ¢bgrcausing human death shall be punished by
maximum of seven years imprisonment and may bed famenaximum of NT$3 million; those that
cause severe injury shall be punished by a maximuthree years imprisonment and may be fiaed
maximum of NT$2 million; those that cause harm tionlan health such that it leads to illness shall be



punished by a maximum of one years imprisonmentnaagl be fined a maximum of NT$1 million.

Article44

If a representative of a juristic person, agenagéiristic person or natural person, employee, or
other working personnel commits a violation of Aldi 42 or the foregoing article in the courde o

work, in addition to punishing the perpetrator anst to each relevant regulation, the juristic persr
natural person shall be punished with the fineggdased in each relevant article.

Article45

Counterfeit or prohibited environmental agents, eguipment used for the manufacture or
processing of counterfeit or prohibited environnaémtgents, discovered pursuant to this Act shall be
confiscated, regardless of whether the properti@iiolator.

Article 46

When an enterprise manufactures, processes, ortsnpounterfeit or prohibited environmental
agents, the statutory responsible person shalhbd NT$300,000 to NT$1.5 million.

When an enterprise knowingly sells, transfers, ldigpwith the intent of selling, stores, mixes, or

packages counterfeit or prohibited environmentehdg the statutory responsible person shall telfin
NT$90,000 to NT$450,000.

When an enterprise processes or imports the imfgaality environmental agents in Article 8,
Subparagraphs 1 and 2, the statutory responsibdemshall be fined NT$60,000 to NT$300,000.

When an enterprise sells, transfers, displays thighintent of selling, or stores the environmental
agents in Article 6, Paragraph 1, Subparagraphrii¢clé 7, or Article 8, Subparagraph 3, has been
ordered to make improvements within a limited tipggiod, but has failed to make improvements by
the deadline, the statutory responsible person sadined NT$30,000 to NT$150,000.

Article47

Those that violate Article 16, Paragraph 2 or Aeti23, Paragraph 2 shall be fined NT$90,000 to
NT$450,000.

Article 48

When one of the following circumstances applieg tolator shall be fined NT$60,000 to
NT$300,000, and may be ordered to make improvenweititén a limited time period; serious violators
and those that fail to make improvements by thelkitea shall have their permit or license revoked or

cancelled, and may be ordered to suspend work,eadspusiness, or terminate business when
necessary:

l. A violation of Article 14, Article 15, Paragraph Article 17, Paragraph 1, Article 18, Paragraph 1,

Article 19, Paragraph 1, Article 20, Article 24,rRgraphs 1 and 2, Article 31, Paragraphs 1 and 2,
Article 32, or Article 33, Paragraph 1.

lll. A violation of the management regulations of Agi@9 governing use applications, use quantity
restrictions, records, and record preservatiorfstironmental agent microbial preparations.

IV. A violation of the management regulations of Agi@0 governing environmental agent microbial
preparation applications, physical and biologicedt@ctive measures and emergency response
measures at experiment sites, records and recesemation, and record reporting.

V. A violation of the management regulations of Agi@6, Paragraph 2 governing instruments and
equipment, analysis personnel, technical skillesssent, blind sample testing, testing methods,

A violation of Article 37, Article 38, or Article @where the violator has failed to compile a list o
recalled on-sale goods by the deadline or repod l&t to the competent authority for future
reference.

Article 49

When one of the following circumstances applie® tholator shall be fined NT$30,000 to

NT$150,000, and may be ordered to make improvenweitiiin a limited time period; serious violators
and those that fail to make improvements by thelkitga shall have their permit or license revoked or
cancelled, and may be ordered to suspend work,eadspusiness, or terminate business when
necessary:

A violation of the management regulations in Adi¢l0, Paragraph 1 governing the dispogal o
environmental agents.

Article 50

Those that conduct operations without having olethipermits pursuant to Article 11 shall be

fined NT$30,000 to NT$150,000.

Article51

Professional technical personnel that violate #ggulations of Article 19, Paragraph 2 governing

retraining, work responsibilities, or reporting m@&signation shall be fined NT$4,000 to NT$20,000;
when necessary, their qualification certificatealldhe revoked or cancelled.

Article52

The competent authority shall variously take th#of#ing disciplinary actions if it discovers

counterfeit or prohibited environmental agents:

The local competent authority shall seize or caafis the discovered environmental agents, or
shall order the enterprise engaged in the manutgwocessing, import, or sale of environmental
agents to take appropriate action.

. If an enterprise has manufactured, processed, poried counterfeit or prohibited environmental

agents, or is using a permit or license under falstenses, the original issuing agency shall
revoke or cancel the permit or license, and shidicially announce the company’'s name and
address, the name of its statutory responsibleopetbe names of the counterfeit or prohibited



environmental agents, and the circumstances ofitiation.

ll. If an enterprise sells, displays with intent tol,set uses counterfeit or prohibited environmental
agents, the original issuing agency shall revoke litense, and officially announce the
manufacturer's name, address, the name of thet@tattesponsible person, the names of the
counterfeit or prohibited environmental agents, #redcircumstances of the violation.

Article 53
When the competent authority sends personnel tdomper counting of inferior quality
environmental agents pursuant to Article 39, thesgenel may, when necessary, seize said
environmental agents.

If the inferior quality environmental agents in tfeegoing paragraph have been domestically
manufactured or processed, and can still be alteredse after testing, the original manufacturerym
submit an alteration plan to the central compeaertiority within two months of the date of inventor
Upon approval of the plan, alteration may be pemntt within a limited time period under the
supervision of the special municipality, county @ty competent authority. If the inferior quality
environmental agents cannot be altered, no alteragian has been submitted by the deadline, or no
alteration has been performed by the deadlinelotted competent authority may confiscate the iwieri
guality environmental agents or order the manufactio take appropriate action. If the inferior bya
environmental agents have been imported with agrolre local competent authority shall order the
original importer to send back the environmentadrag out of the country within two months of the
date of inventory. If the importer has not compl®dthe deadline, the local competent authority may
confiscate the inferior quality environmental agent order the importer to take appropriate action.

If an enterprise has manufactured, processed, poried the inferior quality environmental agents

The competent authority shall enforce suspensionark, suspension of business, or revocation
or cancellation of permit or license imposed punsua this Act; the industry competent authority,
following imposition of punishment and notificatidny the competent authority, shall enforce orders
for the termination of business.

Chapter 6 Supplementary Provisions

Article55
After an enterprise’s permit or license has bearoked or canceled, that enterprise may not
re-apply for the same permit or license within gear, and may not re-apply to use the product items
on its original permit within two years.

The central competent authority shall determine dtandards of fees collected by competent
authorities at all levels pursuant to this Act.

Article57
Standard testing methods for environmental ageln#dl sonform to national standards when
national standards exist. The central competerticaity shall officially announce standard testing
methods when no relevant national standards exist.

The improvement period may not exceed 30 days #meenterprise has been notified to make
improvements within a limited period pursuant ts tAct.
