Mae’r Rheoliadau hyn yn trosi i Gymru
Gyfarwyddeb y Cyngor 2005/94/EC ar fesurau
Cymunedol i reoli ffliw adar a honno’n Gyfarwyddeb
sy’n diddymu Cyfarwyddeb 92/40/EEC (OJ Rhif L10,
14.1.2006, t. 16) i’r graddau y mae’n ymdrin & brechu
yn erbyn ftliw adar.

Mae Rheoliad 4 yn gosod gwaharddiad cyffredinol
ar frechu anifeiliaid yn erbyn ftliw adar ac eithrio pan
fo’n ofynnol gan y Cynulliad Cenedlaethol.

Mae Rheoliadau 5 a 6 yn ei gwneud yn ofynnol i’r
Cynulliad Cenedlaethol ddatgan parthau brechu mewn
ardaloedd sy’n cynnwys dofednod neu adar caeth eraill
y mae’n credu y dylid eu brechu i atal y risg o ymlediad
ffliw adar, neu i gyflwyno hysbysiadau brechu ar gyfer
mangreoedd lle mae adar o’r fath yn cael eu cadw.
Dim ond pan fo asesiad risg wedi’i wneud a bod
hwnnw wedi dangos bod risg y byddai ffliw adar yn
ymledu yng Nghymru neu i Gymru, neu fod ardaloedd
penodol neu adar penodol yn agored beth bynnag i risg
ffliw adar, y caniateir cyflawni mesurau o’r fath. Bydd
y mesurau hyn yn fesurau brys neu’n fesurau atal, yn
dibynnu ar natur y risg.

Mae Rheoliad 7 yn estyn y pwer i frechu anifeiliaid
yn adran 16 o Ddeddf lechyd Anifeiliaid 1981 (p.22,
fel y’i diwygiwyd gan Ddeddf Iechyd Anifeiliaid 2002,
p.42) (“y Ddeddf”) ac o ganlyniad, effaith
darpariaethau eraill y Ddeddf o ran brechu.

Mae Rheoliad 8 yn darparu ar gyfer mesurau sy’n
gymwys mewn parth brechu neu fangre a bennir mewn
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EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations transpose for Wales Council
Directive 2005/94/EC on Community measures for the
control of avian influenza repealing Directive
92/40/EEC (OJ No. L10, 14.1.2006, p. 16) insofar as it
deals with vaccination against avian influenza.

Regulation 4 imposes a general prohibition on
vaccination of animals against avian influenza except
where required by the National Assembly.

Regulations 5 and 6 require the National Assembly
to declare vaccination zones in areas which contain
poultry or other captive birds which it considers should
be vaccinated to prevent the risk of the spread of avian
influenza, or to serve vaccination notices on premises
where such birds are kept. Such measures can only be
carried out where a risk assessment has been carried
out and it has indicated that there is a risk of avian
influenza spreading within or into Wales, or that
certain areas or birds are in any event exposed to the
risk of avian influenza. These measures will be
emergency or preventive, depending on the nature of
the risk.

Regulation 7 extends the power to vaccinate animals
in section 16 of the Animal Health Act 1981 (c.22,
amended by the Animal Health Act 2002, c.42) (“the
Act”) and consequentially, the effect of the other
provisions of the Act relation to vaccination.

Regulation 8 provides for measures applying in a
vaccination zone or premises stipulated in a
vaccination notice. The National Assembly must
stipulate in the declaration or notice whether

Mae Rheoliad 9 yn darparu, pan fo gwaith brechu
brys yn cael ei wneud cyn bod y Comisiwn wedi
cymeradwyo’r cynllun brechu brys, bod rhaid i unrhyw
drwydded sy’n caniatdu i ddofednod neu adar caeth
eraill gael eu symud osod y gofynion a nodir yn yr
Atodlen.

Mae Rheoliad 10 yn gwneud darpariaeth ar gyfer
adar a ddylai fod wedi’'u cynnwys mewn rhaglen
frechu ond nad oeddent wedi’u brechu ni waeth beth
fo’u theswm.

Mae Rheoliad 11 yn ei gwneud yn ofynnol i
feddianwyr ddarparu cyfleusterau, cyfarpar a
deunyddiau pan fo’n ofynnol glanhau a diheintio
cerbydau yn eu mangreoedd.

Mae Rheoliad 12 yn darparu ar gyfer bwydo a
thendio anifeiliaid neu ddofednod na ellir eu symud
adeg terfynu hawl i feddiannu oherwydd cyfyngiad a
osodwyd gan y Rheoliadau.

Mae Rheoliadau 13 i 22 yn gwneud darpariacth sy’n
gysylltiedig a4 thramgwyddau a gorfodi. Yn benodol,
mae rheoliad 18 yn cymhwyso darpariaecthau
cysylltiedig & thramgwyddau sydd yn y Ddeddf fel
petai’r Rheoliadau wedi cael pwer o dan y Ddeddf; o
ganlyniad, mae methu & chydymffurfio a’r Rheoliadau
yn dramgwydd o dan adran 73 o’r Ddeddf (rheoliad
18(1)(dd)). Mae Rheoliad 18(3) yn darparu y bydd
person sy’n euog o dramgwydd o dan y Rheoliadau
hyn yn agored ar gollfarn ddiannod i gyfnod yn y
carchar nad yw’n hwy na 3 mis neu i ddirwy nad yw’n
fwy na £5000 neu’r ddau.

Nid oes arfarniad rheoliadol o’r effaith y bydd yr
offeryn hwn yn ei chael ar gostau busnes wedi’i lunio.
Gellir cael Nodyn Trosi, sy’'n nodi sut y trosir prif
elfennau Cyfarwyddeb 2005/94/EC yn y Rheoliadau
hyn, oddi wrth Gynulliad Cenedlaethol Cymru, Parc
Cathays, Caerdydd CF10 3NQ.

vaccination is required to be carried out by the
occupier of the relevant premises or whether it is to be
carried out by it and co-operation is required. There is
also a general prohibition on the movement of poultry
or other captive birds within, into or out of the zone or
premises unless authorised by licence.

Regulation 9 provides that where emergency
vaccination is undertaken before the Commission has
approved the emergency vaccination plan, any licence
permitting the movement of poultry or other captive
birds must impose the requirements set out in the
Schedule.

Regulation 10 makes provision for birds which
ought to have been included in a vaccination
programme but were not for any reason vaccinated.

Regulation 11 requires occupiers to provide
facilities, equipment and materials where cleansing
and disinfection of vehicles is required on their
premises.

Regulation 12 provides for the feeding and tending
of animals or poultry which cannot be moved on
termination of a right of occupation because of a
restriction imposed by the Regulations.

Regulations 13 to 22 make provision related to
offences and enforcement. In particular, regulation 18
applies offence related provisions of the Act as if the
Regulations were empowered by the Act;
consequentially, failure to comply with the Regulations
is an offence under section 73 of the Act (regulation
18(1)(f)). Regulation 18(3) provides that a person
guilty of an offence under these Regulations will be
liable on summary conviction to imprisonment for a
term not exceeding 3 months or to a fine not exceeding
£5000 or both.

A regulatory appraisal of the effect that this
instrument will have on the costs of business has not
been prepared.

Coming into force 6 July 2006

The National Assembly for Wales, is designated for the
purposes of section 2(2) of the European Communities
Act 1972(1) in relation to the common agricultural
policy of the European Community(2).

Exercising the powers conferred upon it by that
section, the National Assembly for Wales makes the
following Regulations:

Title, application and commencement

1.—(1) The title of these Regulations is The Avian
Influenza (Vaccination) (Wales) Regulations 2006.

(2) These Regulations apply in relation to Wales and
come into force on 6 July 2006.

Interpretation
2.—(1) In these Regulations—

“the Act” (“y Ddeddf”) means the Animal Health Act
1981(3);

“avian influenza” (“ffliw adar”) means an infection of
poultry or other captive birds caused by any influenza
A virus of the subtypes H5 or H7 or with an
intravenous pathogenicity index in six week old
chickens greater than 1.2;

inspector”) yw arolygydd milfeddygol a benodwyd
gan y Cynulliad Cenedlaethol at ddibenion y
Rheoliadau hyn neu o dan y Ddeddf;

ystyr “awdurdod lleol” (“local authority”) o ran
ardal yw’r cyngor sir neu’r cyngor bwrdeistref sirol
ar gyfer yr ardal honno;

mae “mangre” (“premises”) yn cynnwys unrhyw
dir, adeilad neu le.

(2) Mae i ymadroddion Saesneg eraill a ddiffinnir yn
y Gyfarwyddeb yr un ystyr a’r ymadroddion Cymraeg
cyfatebol yn y Rheoliadau hyn.

“the Avian Influenza Order” (“y Gorchymyn ffliw
adar”) means the Avian Influenza and Influenza of
Avian Origin in Mammals (Wales) Order 2006(1);

“the Directive” (“y Gyfarwyddeb”) means Council
Directive 2005/94/EC on Community measures for
the control of avian influenza and repealing
Directive 92/40/EEC(2);

“emergency vaccination” (“brechu brys”) has the
same meaning as it has in Article 53 of the
Directive.

“inspector” (“arolygydd’) means an inspector
appointed by a local authority for the purposes of
these Regulations or under the Act, or a veterinary
inspector;

“local authority” (“awdurdod Ileol”) means in
relation to an area the county council or county
borough council for that area;

“National Assembly” (“Cynulliad Cenedlaethol”)
means the National Assembly for Wales of Cathays
Park, Cardiff CF10 3NQ

“other captive bird” (“aderyn caeth arall”’) means
any bird kept in captivity which is not poultry and
includes a bird kept for shows, races, exhibitions,
competitions, breeding or for sale;

“poultry” (“dofednod”) means all birds that are
reared or kept in captivity for the production of
meat or eggs for consumption, the production of
other products, for restocking supplies of game or
for the purposes of any breeding programme for the
production of these categories of birds;

“premises” (“mangre”) includes any land, building
or place;

“preventive vaccination” (“brechu ataliol’”) has the
same meaning as it has in Article 56 of the
Directive;

“vaccinate” (“brechu’) means treat poultry or other
captive birds with vaccine against avian influenza;

“veterinary inspector” (“arolygydd milfeddygol”)
means a veterinary inspector appointed by the
National Assembly for the purposes of these
Regulations or under the Act.

(2) Other expressions defined in the Directive have
the same meaning in these Regulations.

Datganiadau, hysbysiadau a thrwyddedau

3.—(1) O ran y datganiadau sy’n cael eu gwneud o
dan y Rheoliadau hyn—

(a) rhaid iddynt fod mewn ysgrifen;

(b) caniateir eu diwygio neu eu dirymu, drwy
ddatganiad ysgrifenedig pellach, ar unrhyw
adeg;

(c¢) rhaid iddynt ddynodi maint y parth brechu sy’n
cael ei ddatgan;

(ch)rhaid iddynt gyfeirio at y mesurau gofynnol
sy’n gymwys yn y parth brechu a dweud a
ydynt yn gymwys yn y parth cyfan ynteu
mewn rhan ohono;

(d) rhaid iddynt ddweud i ba gategoriau o adar y
mae’r mesurau yn gymwys iddynt; ac

(dd)rhaid iddynt ddweud ar draul pwy y mae’r
mesurau i’w cyflawni.

(2) O ran hysbysiadau a ddyroddir o dan y
Rheoliadau hyn—

(a) caniateir eu diwygio neu eu dirymu, drwy
hysbysiad pellach, ar unrhyw bryd;

(b) rhaid iddynt bennu a ydynt yn gymwys i’r
cyfan neu ran o’r fangre;

(¢c) os ydynt yn gymwys i ran o fangre, rhaid
iddynt bennu i ba ran ohoni y maent yn
gymwys,

(ch)rhaid iddynt gyfeirio at y mesurau gofynnol
sy’n gymwys i’r fangre;

(d) rhaid iddynt ddweud i ba gategoriau o adar y
mae’r mesurau yn gymwys iddynt; ac

(dd)rhaid iddynt ddweud ar draul pwy y mae’r
mesurau i’w cyflawni.

(3) O ran trwyddedau a roddir o dan y Rheoliadau
hyn—

(a) rhaid iddynt fod yn drwyddedau a roddir gan y
Cynulliad Cenedlaethol neu gan arolygydd a
benodwyd gan yr awdurdod lleol ac sy’n
gweithredu o dan gyfarwyddyd y Cynulliad
Cenedlaethol;

(b) rhaid iddynt fod mewn ysgrifen;

(c) caniateir iddynt fod yn gyffredinol neu’n
benodol;

(ch) caniateir, yn ychwanegol at unrhyw amodau
sy’ n ofynnol gan y Rheoliadau hyn, eu gwneud
yn ddarostyngedig i unrthyw amodau y mae’r
Cynulliad Cenedlaethol yn credu eu bod yn
angenrheidiol i reoli clefyd; a

(d) caniateir eu diwygio, eu hatal neu eu dirymu,
mewn ysgrifen, ar unrthyw adeg.

Declarations, notices and licences

3.—(1) Declarations made under these Regulations—

(a) must be in writing;

(b) may be amended or revoked, by further
declaration in writing, at any time;

(c) must designate the extent of the vaccination
zone being declared;

(d) must refer to the minimum measures which
apply in the vaccination zone and state whether
they apply in all or part of the zone;

(e) must state which categories of birds the
measures apply to; and

(f) must state at whose expense the measures are
to be carried out.

(2) Notices issued under these Regulations—

(a) may be amended or revoked, by further notice,
at any time;

(b) must specify whether they apply to all or part
of the premises;

(c) must, if they apply to part of premises, specify
to which part they apply;

(d) must refer to the minimum measures which
apply to the premises;

(e) must state which categories of birds the
measures apply to; and

(f) must state at whose expense the measures are
to be carried out.

(3) Licences granted under these Regulations—

(a) must be granted by the National Assembly or
by an inspector appointed by the local
authority acting under its direction;

(b) must be in writing;
(c) may be general or specific;

(d) may, in addition to any conditions required by
these Regulations, be made subject to such
conditions as the National Assembly considers
necessary to control disease; and

(e) may be amended, suspended or revoked, in
writing, at any time.



(4) Rhaid i’r Cynulliad Cenedlaethol gymryd
unrhyw gamau a wél yn dda i sicrhau bod datganiadau,
hysbysiadau a thrwyddedau yn cael eu dwyn i sylw’r
rhai y gallant effeithio arnynt cyn gynted ag y bo’n
rhesymol ymarferol.

(5) Yn benodol, rhaid i’r Cynulliad Cenedlaethol
sicthau bod cyhoeddusrwydd yn cael ei roi i faint
unrhyw barth a ddatgenir o dan y Rheoliadau hyn,
natur y cyfyngiadau a’r gofynion sy’n gymwys ynddo
a dyddiadau ei ddatgan a’i ddileu.

(6) Ac eithrio pan gyfarwyddir fel arall gan y
Cynulliad Cenedlaethol (mewn datganiad o barth
brechu neu drwy hysbysiad i ddeiliad y drwydded),
bydd trwyddedau a roddir yn yr Alban, Lloegr neu
Ogledd Iwerddon ar gyfer gweithgareddau y gellid eu
trwyddedu yng Nghymru o dan y Rheoliadau hyn yn
effeithiol yng Nghymru fel petaent yn drwyddedau a
roddwyd o dan y Rheoliadau hyn.

(7) Rhaid i berson sy’n symud unrhyw beth o dan
awdurdod trwydded benodol a ddyroddir o dan y
Rheoliadau hyn—

(a) cadw’r drwydded neu gopi ohoni gydag ef bob
amser yn ystod y symudiad trwyddedig;

(b) os gofynnir iddo wneud hynny gan arolygydd
neu swyddog arall i’r Cynulliad Cenedlaethol,
dangos y drwydded a chaniatdu i gopi neu
ddyfyniad ohoni gael ei gymryd; ac

(c) os gofynnir iddo wneud hynny, rhoi ei enw a’i
gyfeiriad.

(8) Rhaid i berson sy’n symud unrhyw beth o dan
awdurdod trwydded gyffredinol a ddyroddir o dan y
Rheoliadau hyn, wneud y canlynol—

(a) cario gydag ef, ar bob adeg yn ystod y
symudiad trwyddedig, nodyn traddodi sy’n
cynnwys manylion—

(1) yr hyn sy’n cael ei symud (gan gynnwys
faint ohono);
(i1) dyddiad y symudiad;
(ii1) enw a chyfeiriad y fangre gychwynnol;

(iv) enw a chyfeiriad y gyrchfan.

(b) dangos, os gofynnir iddo wneud hynny gan
arolygydd neu swyddog arall i’r Cynulliad
Cenedlaethol, y nodyn traddodi a chaniatau i
gopi neu ddyfyniad ohono gael ei gymryd; ac

(c) os gofynnir iddo wneud hynny, rhoi ei enw a’i
gyfeiriad.

Gwahardd brechu

4.—(1) Ni chaiff neb frechu unrhyw aderyn yn erbyn
ffliw adar ac eithrio pan fo’n ofynnol gan y Cynulliad
Cenedlaethol yn unol a rheoliad 5 neu 6.

(4) The National Assembly must take such steps as it
considers fit to ensure that declarations, notices and
licences are brought to the attention of those who may
be affected by them as soon as is reasonably
practicable.

(5) The National Assembly must, in particular,
ensure that the extent of any zone declared under these
Regulations, the nature of the restrictions and
requirements applicable within it and the dates of its
declaration and withdrawal are publicised.

(6) Except as otherwise directed by the National
Assembly (in a declaration of a vaccination zone or by
notice to the licence holder), licences granted in
Scotland, England or Northern Ireland for activities
which could be licensed in Wales under these
Regulations have effect in Wales as if they were
licences granted under these Regulations.

(7) A person moving anything under the authority of
a specific licence granted under these Regulations
must—

(a) keep the licence or a copy of it with him or her
at all times during the licensed movement;

(b) on demand made by an inspector or other
officer of the National Assembly, produce the
licence and allow a copy or extract to be taken;
and

(c) on such demand, furnish his or her name and
address.

(8) A person moving anything under the authority of
a general licence granted under these Regulations
must—

(a) carry with him or her, at all times during the
licensed movement, a consignment note which
contains details of—

(1) what is moved (including its quantity);

(i1) the date of the movement;

(iii) the name and address of the originating
premises;

(iv) the name and address of the place of
destination.

(b) on demand by an inspector or by another
officer of the National Assembly, produce the
consignment note and allow a copy or extract
to be taken; and

(c) on such demand, furnish his or her name and
address.

Prohibition on vaccination

4.—(1) No person is to vaccinate any bird against
avian influenza except where required by the National
Assembly in accordance with regulation 5 or 6.

(2) Under sub-paragraph (1)(b), disinfection must be
carried out in accordance with Article 66(4) of The
Avian Influenza Order.

(3) References to “this Order” in Part 1 of Schedule
3 of the Avian Influenza Order must be read as
references to these Regulations.

(4) Packing centres and slaughterhouses which are
designated under the Avian Influenza Order are
deemed to be designated for the purpose of receiving
poultry, other captive birds, poultry eggs or poultry
meat (as the case may be) which are moved under a
licence granted under regulation 8(2) in the
circumstances described in paragraph (1).

(5) Upon approval of the emergency vaccination
plan in accordance with Article 54 of the Directive, the
National Assembly or an inspector acting under its
direction may vary the conditions in the licence
referred to in paragraph (1)(a).

Failure to vaccinate animals specified for
vaccination

10.—(1) Any person (other than an inspector) who
knows or suspects that the National Assembly has
required a bird to be vaccinated, but that bird was not
vaccinated at the time when it should have been, must
immediately notify the Divisional Veterinary Manager
of the State Veterinary Service for the area in which
that bird is located.

(2) If an inspector suspects that the National
Assembly has required a bird to be vaccinated, but that
bird was not vaccinated at the time when it should have
been, he or she must arrange for that bird to be
vaccinated as soon as is reasonably practicable.

Cleansing and disinfection of vehicles: provision of
facilities, equipment and materials

11. Where cleansing and disinfection of vehicles is
required at any premises by or under these Regulations,
the occupier of those premises must provide adequate
facilities and proper equipment and materials for that
cleansing and disinfection.

12.—(1) This regulation applies if the keeper of any
poultry or other captive bird is unable to move it from
premises on the termination of his or her right of
occupation because of a movement restriction imposed
by or under these Regulations and continues to apply
for seven days after any such restriction has been
removed.

(2) Where this regulation applies, the person entitled
to occupation of the premises on that termination
must—

(a) provide such facilities for feeding, tending or
otherwise using the poultry or other captive
animal (including selling it) as the keeper may
reasonably require; and

(b) allow entry to the premises to that keeper and
any person authorised by him or her at
reasonable times for feeding, tending or
otherwise using the poultry or other captive

bird.

(3) If the keeper is unable or unwilling to feed or
tend the poultry or other captive bird, the person
entitled to occupation of the premises must take such
steps as are necessary to ensure it is properly fed and
tended.

(4) The keeper of the poultry or other captive bird is
liable to pay the reasonable costs incurred under this
regulation by any person feeding or tending it, or
providing facilities for feeding, tending or otherwise
using it.

Reasonable assistance

13. Any person required to give reasonable
assistance or information to a person acting in the
execution of these Regulations for the performance of
his or her functions under them must, unless he or she
has reasonable cause, do so without delay.

False information

14. No person is to furnish information which he or
she knows to be false or misleading to a person acting
in the execution of these Regulations.

Powers of inspectors

20.—(1) If any person fails to comply with a
requirement of these Regulations or of a declaration,
licence or notice under them, an inspector may take
such steps he or she considers necessary to ensure the
requirement is met (including seizing and detaining
any thing).

(2) In taking steps under this regulation, an inspector
may direct any person to take or refrain from specified
action in respect of any premises, animal, bird, vehicle
or other thing.

(3) Any steps taken under this article are without
prejudice to proceedings for an offence arising out of
the default.

(4) The person in default must reimburse any
reasonable expenses incurred by the National
Assembly or the local authority in taking such steps
and such expenses are recoverable summarily.

Offences by bodies corporate

21.—(1) If an offence committed by a body
corporate is shown—

(a) to have been committed with the consent or
connivance of an officer; or

(b) to be attributable to any neglect on his or her
part,

the officer as well as the body corporate is guilty of the
offence and liable to be proceeded against and
punished accordingly.

(2) If the affairs of a body corporate are managed by
its members, paragraph (1) applies in relation to the
acts and defaults of a member in connection with his or
her functions of management as if he or she were a
director of the body.

Interpretation

(a) hatching eggs must—

(i) originate from a vaccinated or
unvaccinated breeding flock which has
been examined by a veterinary inspector;

(i) have been disinfected before dispatch in
accordance with instructions issued by a
veterinary inspector;

(ii1) be transported directly to the hatchery of
destination; and

(iv) be traceable within the hatchery.

(ii1) be placed in a poultry-house or shed where
there is no resident poultry.

(d) live poultry or other captive birds must—
(i) not have been vaccinated;

(i) have been examined by a veterinary
inspector; and

(iii) be placed in a poultry-house or shed where
there is no resident poultry.

(e) poultry for slaughter must—

(1) be examined by a veterinary inspector
before loading; and

(i1)) be sent directly to a designated
slaughterhouse for immediate slaughter.

(2) Sub-paragraph (1)(b) does not apply to the retail
distribution of poultry eggs and movements subsequent
to such distribution.

PART 5

MEAT OBTAINED FROM POULTRY KEPT
WITHIN A VACCINATION ZONE OR

5.—(1) For meat obtained from vaccinated poultry
kept within a vaccination zone or premises under
notice and which have been sent for slaughter, that
poultry must—

PART 6

MOVEMENT OF POULTRY OR OTHER
CAPTIVE BIRDS FROM THE UNITED
KINGDOM

6. The movement of poultry or other captive birds
kept within a vaccination zone or premises under
notice from the United Kingdom is prohibited unless
authorised by the receiving Member State.
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
